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Introduction to The Former Residences of Tianjin

1.]i Hongchang (1895 — 1934 ) was from Fugou, Henan Province. He Joined the
Northwest Army in his early years and was promoted to brigade commander and di-
vision commander. In 1928, he went to study in the special training class at Beiping
Ground Force University. In 1929, he became the chairman of Ningxia Provincial
Covernment, and later the commander of the Tenth Corpl- of Kuomingtang, the
commander — in — chief of the 22th Route Army and at the same time the command-
er of the Thirtieth Corps. In 1930, he was sent by Jiang Kai — shek to Henan Prov-
ince. Beczuse he opposed the order to attack the Red Army, he was ordered by force
to go aboard. After the ”January 28th Incident”, he returned to China. In May
1933, he organized the Chahaer People’s Anti — Japanese Allied Force together with
Feng Yuxiang and Fang Zhenwu in Zhangjiakou and he was the commander of the
Second Corps and the Commander — in — chief of the north front. He fought against
the Japanese invasion and recovered many places including Duolun. After that, the
spirit to fight against the Japanese throughout the country surged up. In October of
the same year, the allied force was defeated under the joint attack of Kuomintang’s
army, Japanese -army and the puppet army. In 1934, he joined the Communist Party
of China and continued his anti — Japanese activities in Tianjin. On the 9th in No-
vember, he was stabbed and wounded by the spies of Fuxing Society, a society led by
the Kuomintang. On the 24th, he died his hero’s death at the Beiping Ground Force
Prison.

The residence of Ji’s is a three — storied western building, also named Red
Manson. It is the place where Ji carried out his anti — Japanese activities in Tianjin.
The building, which was designed by the Shadeley (¥ % #) Engineering Company
of that time, was built in 1917. It is of wood and brick structure, and the dry wall
was built with machine — made bricks with holes. The total area of building covers
more than 1000 square meters. In 1930, Ji bought it under the name of Youyutang
from Deshantang. The first floor of the building was for receiving the guests and the
second floor was the bedroom and the reception room while the third floor was a se-
cret place for printing.

2. Duan Qirui(1865 —1936), leader of Wan Sect warlords, was from Hefei, An-
hui Province. He was graduated from Tianjin School of Defense Preparations. In
1929, he set up the Beiyang Army with Yuan Shikai, He had been the commander —

in — chief of ground troop of Beijing Government, chief of the general staff, and



Prime Minister, In 1924, he was pushed to power in Beijing Temperary Government
by Feng Faction warlord Zhang Zuoling and Feng Yuxiang. In April 1926, he was
driven from office by Feng Yuxiang, and hid in the concession area of Tianjin, His
residence building belonged to his wife’s brother Wu Guangxin. The main building,
which was built in 1920, is splendid.

3. Feng Guozhang(1857 — 1919), leader of Zhi Faction warlords, was from He-
jian, Hepei Province. He was among the first group students who graduated from
Tianjin School of Defense Preparations. In late Qing Dynasty,' he assisted Yuan Shi-
kai to set up the Beiyang Army. After the death of Yuan, the Beiyang warlords were
divided into several factions, and Feng was the leader of the Zhi Faction. In 1917, he
became the acting President.

Feng’s residence was a three — storied building bought from Buluna of Austria
Engineering Department. In 1915, the building was expanded according to original
style, and was called Feng’s Garden. Unfortunately, the features of the residence is
not remained.

4. Liang Qichao(1873 —1929) was from Xinhui, Guangdong Province. He was a
scholar and one of the leaders of the reformers in modern times. He was a Juren, a ti-
tle of ancient China. He advocated the reform and modernization together with his
teacher Kang Youwei. and was called " Kang and Liang”. In 1895, he attended the
Huishi Examination, an examination at which the examinees faced the emperor di-
rectly, and initiated the movement of "Gong Che Shang Shu”, an activity to propose
to the emperor. In 1896, he edited the Journal of Current Affairs, and published the
article of Discussion on the Reform in Shanghai. He also edited the series of Western
Politics. The next year, he lectured at the Current Affairs School in Changsha and
advocated and initiated positively the reform. In 1898, he went to the capital, and
joined in the Hundred Day Reform. Later, he ran the Grand School of the Capital (i
Ji K 2% % )and the Book Censoring Bureau( #F 45 J& ) under his sixth degree title( 75
i) . After the Xinhai Revolution, he became the head in charge of the legislature
administration in Yuan Shikai’ s government. Later, he instigated General Caie to
fight against Yuan Shikai. Later, he cooperated with Duan Qirui and became the
Minister of Treasury. His early political writigs were quite characteristic with their
smoothness, forcefulness and emotion. All his works were collected as Yinbingshi
Collection. His residence on Minzu Road and Yinbingshi were built in the beginning
years of the Republic of China. Liang bought the land, which had been an open place
and situated in the Italian concession from Zhou Guoxian. The residence on the Min-

zu Road was of Italian style with a two — story wood and brick structure, and it was
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
