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Abstract

The justice is a foundational problem about stability and harmony, devel-
opment and progression of human society. The thinking of justice problem is
that of the organizational mode and circulate principle of the human society,
as well as that the human being and the destiny of development. Based on this
opinion, standing on the ideological way, theoretical conception and ideal
purse in Marx, we take the problem of justice in the mankind existence and
development as the realistic background to study the concept of justice in Ma-
rx, which is the topic of theories and basic way of thinking in the paper.

In the concept of justice, taking “the human of reality and history” as
the worth corpus, the free personality and complete development as the sub-
ject, the production, the exchange, the allotment and the politics of human
society as the praxis direction are all basis characteristics of the concept of
justice in Marx. It is the result that Marx had inherited and developed the tra-
ditional philosophy of Greece, the classical philosophy of German, the 19 -
century political economy and socialism of France. And it is also the result
that Marx had animadverted and transcended them. In this paper, the author
insists that we should think the concept of justice in Marx from the course of
development, the theoretical corpus and the subject of justice ideal. So, we
should hold up as whole the opinion of justice of Marx’s thought.

Justice has direct and inside connection with human life. This paper
considers that in order to comprehend the insistence of mankind and to devel-
op the spirits of “human being” justice in Marx, it is the basic way to think
and grasp, based on the human political, the nature character and essence of

justice in Marx with the ideological method of phylosophy. The essence and
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nature of human’s life decides the basic characteristic of justice. The concept
of justice by practice belongs to human’s essence. The logic of human nature
is the foundation for the evolution of the concept of justice. Human puts for-
ward the problem of justice, forms concept of justice and carries on justice
fulfillment from the meaning of his being and development. The human devel-
opment appearance, existence method and value pursue determine by the root
the theoretical sources, theoretical appearance and theoretical character of the
justice.

“History point” in Marx is the theoretical foundation and ideological
premise of the principle of justice. This paper insists that Marx had the prin-
ciple of ideological history in justices, which united organically the solid de-
scription and the value judgment. This illustrates the normalization and judg-
ment of justice principle, as well as the practical characteristics of ideological
justice in Marx. The principle of justice in “history point” is not only a theo-
retical expression to describe the contents, method and frame of justice in his-
tory, but also a value judge about the justice contents, theoretical contents,
thought method, logic structure and ideological justice coming from the social
activities and historical developments. The principle of justice in Marx is the
theoretical confidence to the unification of social existing appearance and val-
ue of the mankind, the theoretical judgment and value reform to the existing
social appearance, the theoretical speculation of social system ideal of the jus-
tice to the mankind, the embodiment of unmfication of actuality and value,
history and reality, reality and ideal, the agreement of personality and society
reality, the value principle to guarantee the formation of free personality and
to advance the development of the mankind in all sides.

The justice theories of “social point” in Marx was launched concretely in
the process for criticizing the capitalism. Marx thoroughly eriticized the injus-
tice of capitalist system from the production, allotment, exchange and politics

of reality. This paper consists that the ideological justice of Marx has a basic
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dissimilarity with that of utilitarianism, liberalism, agencies docirine as ideo-
logical of Marx pays special attention to social production of human society.
Marx deeply thinks the justice problems about freedom and equality, develop-
ment and progress, freedom and liberation, which has close relation with hu-
man existence and development. This ideological justice in Marx isn’t a
thought of abstract metaphysics, but the ideal target which locks for human
existence and development in the person of the society, of the production and
the social activities, value principle and realistic path. The production, dis-
tribution, exchange and politics in Marx are not only important concepts
which describe social justice, but also the philosophy category which criticizes
capitalism. This comprehends, holds and solves the problem of justice and
has important theoretical meaning and practical value to the contemporary hu-
man.

Marx takes the human freedom and liberation as the theoretical topic of
the ideal that expressed his justice idea of “practice point”. This paper, tak-
ing the human’s freedom and liberation as the topic of ideological justices, is
the inevitable conclusion of concept in the change of world idea of Marx’s phi-
losophy. The human free liberation and complete development to develop his
natural character, is not to acquire the rightness, freedom, equality in law,
but to develop adequately in the person’s world, person’s relation and person’s
activity, and to occupy essence. The ideological justice of human being in
Marx is in order to realize human freedom, rightness, equality, to acquire the
person’s independence, character and to own the person’s world and human’s
relation. Marx’s thought to carry out liberation politics of ideological justice in
human has basic difference companed to maximize the abstraction freely equal
principle of principle and liberalism with utility of utilitarianism being in the
mode of thinking, explanation and value choice. This reveal the value pursue

and theoretical conception of the concept of justice in Marx facing the man-

kind.
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The ideological justice of “human being” in Marx starts from the ideal
and reality about the existence and development, which finds the unification
and integration of the person and the society. In our opinion, ideological jus-
tice of “human being” should set out from the person, comprehend, hold to
reach agreement by matching human and society to relate to human’s natural
character that the human’s justice problem definitely. This is basic character
of the concept of justice in Marx. This is the realistic need of the social devel-
opment in the contemporary world. The concept of justice in Marx is the foun-
dation of thought to grasp the justice problems in the development of contem-
porary Chinese and society. This ideological justice can provide us with the
theories to resolve problems of realistic society and development. This ideo-
logical can provide solid theoretical support in return for the construction of

harmony socialist society in our country.
