HMNBTHEHA—ERA:

In foreign policy, the intellectual construct called containment had a humble
beginning for such an important idea. Just after World War [| ended in 1945, a
piece appeared in a journal devoted to foreign policy. It was an influential
publication, although it had a comparatively small circulation. The article in
question was written anonymously, and was authored by a mid-level State
Department official.
