Abstract

Abstract

In the river of long histroy of human
being, urban and rural areas have ever been
two important systems in economy and socie-
ty, which are contrary and isolated to each
other, and associated with each other. With
the development of productivity and the pro-
gress of civilization, The relationship of the
urban—rural separation between town and
country is gradually being broken, the inte-
grated development of urban and rural areas
has become the general trend of economy
and society of human being. In 1980s’ , the
south areas in Jiangsu province take the lead
in practical exploration on the integrated de-
velopment of urban and rural areas in our
country. At the same time, the concept of
the integrated development of urban and ru-

ral areas has firstly been put forward. This
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became the symbol of beginning point of the integrated development
of urban and rural areas in our country. After 30 years of reform and
opening up, great achievements have been attained in the integrated
development of urban and rural areas. For example, China gross do-
mestic product (GDP) is 39. 8 trillion yuan in 2010, and the same
percentage of growth is 10. 3, which become the sign of that the GDP
place in the whole world has change from the 10th in 1978 to 2th in
2010. The urban rate increased from percentage 17.92 in 1978 to
percentage 47. 5 in 2010, which is equivalent to the 1950s’ level of
develéped countries. The available income per urban person is 19109
yuan and the average income of rural family is 5919 yuan. Year —on
—year growth rate is 7. 8 and 10. 9 respectively. Social security system
and the peoples living standards has been improved to a great extent.

The regions, such as Pearl River Delta, Yangzi River Delta, Pe-
king, Shanghai, Chongging, Chengdu and Zhucheng, and so on,
have been in the first place in the integrated development of urban and
rural areas in our country, which formed a sires of typical patterns of
urban and rural integrated development.

In spite of great achievements in urban—rural integration devel-
opment in our country, there are also a lot of problem, for example,
the theoretical research is not thorough, the level of urban —rural de-
velopment is not balanced, exspecially in education, science and tech-
nology, environmental protection, social ethics construction. As one
of instruments to promote the urban—rural integration development,
finance system is not perfectly. In order to solve the problems and to
accelerate to construct suitable system, there are urgent need for re-

search on finance system to promote the urban — rural integration de-
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velopment.

The purpose of this paper is to analysis the characteristics, law
and the role of finance system in the process of urban—rural integra-
tion development in our country under the guide of scientific theory
and through the study on the previous work and carry out investiga-
tion and research, I will put forward to the path of urban—rural inte-
gration development and the financial policy suggestion to support the
urban — rural integration development. And I hope to contribute to
the comprehensive, coordinated, sustainable development of urban
—rural integration in our country.

This paper consists of 7 chapters:

Chapter one is introduction. The main content include the intro-
duction to the research background, research methods, the frame
structure of paper, and the reorganizing and induction about the pres-
ent research on urban—rural integration development, and putting
forward the innovations and the needs to further strengthen and further
research aspects.

Chapter two is theoretical analysis of the integration development
of urban and rural areas. The main content is analysis on the integra-
tion of urban and rural development from the concept, connotation,
characteristics and theoretical foundation. Especially, this chapter clar-
ifies the relationship bewteen urbanization, urban—rural coordination
development and urban—rural integration development, and analyze
the significance of the urban—rural integration development.

Chapter three is about the empirical research on urban—rural in-
tegrated development in our country. Analysis on the process, a-

chievements and the main existing problems are main contents of this

chapter. At the same time, this chapter gives some reasons that pro-
duce the existing problems in order to build the solid foundation to
plan the scientific urban—rural integration development path and to
accurately make the fiscal role clear in promoting the urban—rural in-
tegration development.

Chapter four is the finance role in promoting the urban—rural in-
tegration development through fiscal tools. Its purpose lies on studying
on the relationship between finance and urban—rural integration de-
velopment from the angles of resource allocation and finance role in
socialist market economy and social construction.

Chapter five is about the concrete study on finance policies in
promoting the urban—rural integration development. It consists of re-
search on the concrete finance policies in promoting the urban—rural
integration development and the quantitative analysis on the relation-
ship between fiscal investment and the average income of rural family
by using the relative datum from 1990 to 2009.

Chapter six is about the financial policy experience that promo-
ting the urban—rural integration development in some developed
countries. This developed countries are Britain, The United States of
America, Germany and Japan.

Chapter seven is the advice of promoting the urban—rural inte-
gration development strategy and relative finance polices.

As for aspects of innovation, this paper illustrate innovations from
three aspects.

Secondly, this paper put forward the i-
deas that the core issue the urban —rural integration development is al-

location of resources and the key point to promote the urban—rural
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integration development is to solve the problems of “ Agriculture,
Countryside and Peasantry” . Thirdly, this paper advocate that we
should accelerate the establishment of Chinese—style Marxism urban—
rural integration theoretical system and pay more attention to plan-
ning ., intensive utilization of space, the development of agriculture
education and culture | the equalization of public services and that we
must take the intension way to promote the urban—rural integration
development.
