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How to Make an Effective Complaint

Complaining about faulty goods or bad service is never easy. Most people dislike making a fuss. But if
something you have bought is faulty or does not live up to what is claimed for it, you are not asking for a
favor to get it put right.

Complaints should follow a set of steps if you want them to be effective. And complaints have to be
made to the right person. First, go and ask the shop assistant to replace or repair your goods. Remember
you must have the receipts and the relevant proof of purchase with you. If that doesn’t work, ask to see
the manager. Explain in a firm but friendly manner what is wrong with the product you have bought. If
necessary, demand the return of your money. If that is not met, threaten to report the matter to the
Association of Customers’ Rights, which will usually produce the desired result. If not, seek legal advice or
bring the case before the court.

The above mentioned procedure might be helpful when you feel you need to be treated fairly by the
shop where you bought some faulty goods. But you also have to bear it in mind that the shop doesn’t
necessarily have to take back the items you have bought just because you don’t like them any more. So the
really effective safeguard against unsatisfactory shopping is to be sure of the quality of the product before
you pull your money out of your pocket.
