Elements of an underlying learning theory can be dis-
cerned in some CLT practices, however.

A third element is the
meaningfulness principle: Language that is meaningful
to the learner supports the learning process. Learning
activities are consequently selected according to how
well they engage the learner in meaningful and authen-
tic language use ( rather than merely mechanical prac-
tice of language patterns) .
