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Abstract

Annual Report on City Intemationalization of Guangzhou is the Blue Book edited and
published by the Institute of International Studies of Guangzhou Academy of Social
Science. The Report contains six chapters of General Report, Open-up Review,
Regional Cooperation, City Image, Special Reports and Appendix.

The General Report analyzes the current situation and existing problems in the
internationalization process of Guangzhou in 2011, examines opportunities and
challengés presenting, points out the prospect in the next stage of development, and
proposes countermeasures to upgrade city influence in world city system and to outstand
in global city competition.

The Open-up Review chapter focuses on foreign trade, investment and regional
cooperation of Guangzhou in the post-financial crisis era, discusses issues including
upgrading foreign trade strategy, exploring emerging markets and nurturing local
multinational enterprises.

The Regional Cooperation chapter analyzes and predicts opportunities and trends in

. Guangzhou’s deepening involvement in the international division of labor as well as
regional economic cooperation in the context of globalization. Contents contained in
the chapter include economic, financial and industrial cooperation between Guangzhou,
Singapore and ASEAN. countries.

The City Image chapter discusses city image positioning and promotion from the
aspect of city diplomacy and external publicity, analyzes the influence of the 16th Asian
Games on city internationalization of Guangzhou, and explores the prospect and path for
Guangzhou to build up international commercial tourism center.

The Special Reports chapter includes studies on the effect of exhibitions for
promoting city internationalization, the internationalization of strategic emerging
industries, the impact of Japan earthquake to Guangzhou’s export-oriented economy,
and IPR protection in Guangzhou.

The Appendix lists the milestone decisions, activities  and events in the
internationalization process of Guangzhou, which spreads out the development history of
Guangzhou towards 2 modern global city.
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
