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Brief introduction

Different from others, this book tries to interpret Dao De Ching from a new angle. The author doesn’t interpret
the book and make a definite meaning in the traditional way such as from the angle of textual research, logic
reasoning, philosophic analysis or collation of different edition. However, the author interprets the encyclopedia
Dao De Ching from the angle of human history and social practice and explores the explicit and implicit ideas.

Instead of a definite and complete interpretation in modern Chinese, the author offers an ancient mirror to
show the inner world of Chinese, to understand the cultural tradition and national character, and to recognize the

cultural gene in the deep heart of Chinese. The author believes that any reader can benefit much from Dao De Ching and
that he will make little mistake all his life if he really understands and practices the spirit of Dao De Ching.
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
