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An Analysis of Interactions Among Military Factions in the
Incident of Hunan and Hubei focuses on interactions among military
factions in the Incident of Hunan and Hubei in 1928-1929. The
Hunan-Hubei Incident of 1929 was highly significant for two reasons.
To begin with, it marked the first warlord uprising after the Northern
Expedition; second, it was a major military campaign during which
the Guangxi Clique challenged Chiang Kai-shek. As the Incident
broke up, Chiang tried to isolate the military powers of Guangxi by
employing political measures on the one hand, and got prepared to
turn to military measures in case of need on the other hand. The
two-handed strategy proved to be successful in that one
complemented the other in helping Chiang settle the conflict
peacefully. In the battle, Feng Yuxiang’s support was vital to both
sides as they struggled to defeat each other. My book explores Feng
Yuxiang’s attitudes as they evolved during the course of this conflict.
Feng and his United Second Army Group held military power and
strategic position, so both Chiang and the Guangxi Clique were eager
to win his support.

After the Hunan-Hubei Incident of 1929, warlords rose up
against Chiang one after another, and Chiang repressed all of these
opponents by force. The chaos caused by all this warfare proved
harmful to the development of the modern Chinese state and
endangered the well-being of the nation, especially in the face of
foreign invasion. These lessons of history are worth our careful
consideration today.
