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ABSTRACT

The object of the study is the development of social education in mod-
ern Peking and this book systematically presents its development, shows a
variety of modern Peking s social educational activities, and then sums up
the effectiveness and constraints of modern Peking ‘s social education.

The book is divided into six parts and discusses respectively the germi-
nation, beginning, change, rise, frustration and rehabilitation of social ed-
ucation in Peking.

The germination period of social education in modern Peking is from
1895 to 1912. The publication of “Multinational communique™ in Peking
marked the beginning of the theroy and practice of social eduction in mod-
ern Peking. Poor children and the grassroots received social education in
simple old-style schools with the advocation of people of vision and the gov-
ernment.

1912~1919 is the beginning period of social education in Peking. Ed-
ucation Division was set up by the government, symbolizing that eductaion
had gained a position in the government administration. It served as a turn-
ing point, marking the beginning of social education development in Pe-
king. Social education was further facilitated thanks to the importance at-
tached to education by people and the scientific imporvement of educational
struture.

The change period of social education in modern Peking is from 1919
to 1928. In Peking the patriotic and progressive students and intellectuals
who received education in Europe and America advocated civilian educa-

tion——" promoting civilian's literacy, raising civilian's awareness  since

the New Culture Moverment. The establishment of the Speaking Union of

Peking University on 23 March, 1919 marks the emergence of civilian edu-
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cation in Peking. Afterwards Peking Civilian Education Agency and the
Council for the Promotion of Civilian education was set up rapidly.

The rise period of social education in modern Peking is from 1928 (o
1937. Pcking Education Burcau began to take over the administration of
education in Peking. The fourth department. which was named Popular
Education, was in charge of social education. This kind of administration
cnabled Peking education burcau to formulate relevant regulations accord-
ing to the actual conditions, paving the way for the rapid development of
social education in Pcking. Centered around four Mass Education Halls in
four education districts, educational institutions such as mass schools, lec-
ture halls, libraries, theaters, cinemas, public tea house and information
centers all tried their best to develop education. Social education in modern
Peking began to prosper.

Pcking was occupied by Japan and the pro — Japanese regime was sct
up from 1937 to 1945. The regime strengthened enslavement education by
reopening and establishing various educational institutions. Not only did it
interrupt the blooming of social education in Peking, it also deccived some
of the civilians. However, most of the patriotic personages and the people
did not believe in their propaganda and tried to grasp every chance of advo-
cating patriotism and nationalism.

The social education system in Peking had revived quickly from the
damages after the Anti — Japanese War. The spotlight of social education in
Pcking at that time was to teach people in experiment arca phonetic nota-
tions and the popularity of electrifying education. Although affected by the
civil war, it laid a foundation for the elimination of illiteracy in Peking.

Social educational activities which were carried out at different times
in modern Peking made great achivements. Firstly, they liberated people’s
mind and improved social atomostphere. Sccondly. they improved people’s
lives and promoted the construction of urban culture; Thirdly, they in-
spired the patriotic enthusiasm of people in mordern Peking and promoted
the modernization process in Peking.

However, modern China remained a semi colonial and semi feudal so-
ciety for a long time and many factors limited the development of social ed-

ucation in modern Peking. Politically, the occupation and plundering of



imperialist states caused direct damage to educational facilities in Peking.
The changes in government and educational policy had a direct impact on
development of social education in modern Peking, Economicly, f(und
shortage hindered the implementaion of social educational activities. It also
discourgaed people from working hard and a lot of educational work came
to a halt. The number of professional social educaters was small and many
social educational staff lacked of hard-working spirit, which constrained
the development of social education in modern Peking. The masses believed
that education can not improve their lives and they were not interested in
education. In addition, activities ol social education in modern Peking

couldn”t satisfy the nceds of the people.
