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People are, on the whole, poor at considering
background information when making individual decisions.
At first glance this might seem like a strength that 1
the ability to make judgments which are unbiased by 2
factors. But Dr. Uri Simonsohn speculated that an inability
to consider the big 3  was leading decision-makers to
be biased by the daily samples of information they were
working with. 4 , he theorized that a judge 5 of
appearing too soft 6  crime might be more likely to send
someone to prison 7  he had already sentenced five or
six other defendants only to probation on that day.

For H&M to offer a $5.95 knit ( 41 2% /1 ) miniskirt in
all its 2300-plus stores around the world, it must rely on low-wage,
overseas labor, order ( 118 ) in volumes ( X4 ) that strain ( ##iJH )
natural resources, and use massive amount of harmful chemicals.

Overdressed is the fashion world’s answer to consumer activist

and need, yet is non-durable ( A& i F ), and wasteful,” Cline
argues.
