As an economist heavily involved in Chinese economic
policy, I have often wondered what goes on inside Chinese
national corporations but, in contrast to prolific writings of
corporate heroes in the West, there is little available meat to
chew on in China. It was therefore with considerable curiosity
and some skepticism that I opened the pages of an English
translation of a draft of Gong Shuguang.s book, Broader and
Deeper, which has as a piece of writing aptly named “The
Personal Reflections of a Corporate Manager.” Expecting
and hoping for a peek behind the veil of secrecy, I was not
disappointed.

From his perspective as a founding CEO of a media
company in Changsha, the capital of Hunan Province, he
ruminates on everything from the qualities needed for different

types of leadership to issues connected with the general



program of the goverment policy. His reflections are those
of a talented writer rather than a corporate bureaucrat and
are delivered with a lightness of touch that can only come
from long experience and deep ruminations. I am happy to
