Abstract

In accordance with the development of the times, my work was divided in-
to five chapters on the management thoughts of politicians and ideologists dur-
ing Sui and Tang dynasty. Yang Jian, Su Wei and Yang Guang were the repre-
sentatives during Sui dynasty, the characteristics of their management
thoughts was that they payed attention to administrative management, pionee-
ring territory and foreign relations. Li Yuan, Li Shimin and Wei Zheng were
the representatives in the earlier stage of Tang dynasty. The important point
of view about their management thoughts had two aspects. On one side, they
payed attention to the recovery and development of national economy. On the
other side, they attached importance to the system construction on many side
in the country, and maintaining social stability. Wu Zetian, Li Longjee and Pei
Yaoqing were the representatives in the Mighty Times of Tang dynasty. The
important point of view about their management thoughts had three aspects.
Firstly, they payed attention to carry out practical economic measures to pro-
mote economic development. Secondly, they attached importance to the refor-
mation of administrative management and officials management. Thirdly, they
payed attention to maintain the stability with neighboring countries, and devel-
op economic and cultural contact with them. Liu Yan, Yang yan and Lu Zhi
were the representatives in the metaphase of Tang dynasty, they attached im-
portance to the regulation of political and economic orders which might im-
prove the livelihood of the people. Huang Chao was the representative in the
later stag of Tang dynasty, the characteristics of his management thoughts was
that he payed attention to equal distribution of social wealth, tax and corvee.
The management thoughts during Sui and Tang dynasty can provide many val-

uable reference and enlightenment for the management today.
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
