Abstract

This paper gives a comparison and research from history, ethnol-
ogy and social point of view between Chinese Korean society and the
Korean society in Japan. The paper divided into three parts: the intro-
duction, the body of paper and the conclusion.

In the introduction, the paper mainly clarified the subject, struc-
ture, status, research methods and significance of the study.

The body of paper divided into five chapters. In the first chapter,
based on the historical background of Korean immigration to China and
Japan, described, analyzed and compared the causes and process of
the pre — war Koreans society in China and Japan; In the second
chapter, the legal status of political, social and economic life and re-
lationship with mainstream society, culture, education, social move-
ments of Korean society in China and Japan were described, analyzed
and compared ; In the third chapter described the situation return and
stay of the ethnic Korean in Northeast China and Korean in Japan after
Japan’ s defeat, and analyzed and compared the reasons, and ex-
plored the establishment of Chinese Korean society and the reorgani-
zation and internal motivation of Korean society in Japan. ; In the
fourth chapter, analyzed and compared the change and development of
Chinese Korean and Korean society in Japan after the establishment
and reorganization; In the fifth chapter, pointed out the current devel-

opment problems which Chinese Korean and Korean society in Japan
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faced, and showed the future development tendency.

Finally, gave the conclusion of paper.

The main points of view were as follows:

First, Chinese Korean society and the Korean society in Japan
began to form during the 10 —20s in 20th century. The different flow
situation of ethnic Korean homology was caused by the results which
Korea’ s internal thrust and the pulling of north — eastern China and
Japan’ s role played in together, in the final analysis, it was the prod-
uct of colonial rule that Japan invaded in Korea. Thrust came from a
series of colonial rule after Japanese annexation and the implementa-
tion of Korea, and ethnic Korean farmers had to be bankruptcy, and
the Korean domestic labor market was difficult to absorb these farm-
ers. Pulling came from two ways; on the one hand, it was enough to
attract ethnic Koreans that northeast China had a vast and fertile lying
idle land and the Chinese government’ s Kaijin policy, and the linked
conditions of land between the two countries led the ethnic Korean
drive into action; On the other hand, Japanese capitalists who had al-
ready been Modernization needed cheap labor, and the ethnic Korean
were naturally attracted by all sorts of temptation. Therefore, internal
and external reasons led the ethnic Korean farmers who had lost their
land moved to Japan and China, then, two of the largest overseas Ko-
rean immigrant community came into being in China and Japan.

Second, whether Chinese Korean or Korean in Japan were the
poor farmers in Korea until moved. Northeast China was wide and
sparsely populated, and there were a lot of virgin land. After ethnic
Koreans moved to the northeast, they opened paddy fields and gath-
ered to form many nation areas around the paddy fields, and created a
typical rural — based society. From the class point of view, these vil-
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lagers were still peasant class. The Korean people who moved to Ja-
pan, because Japan had embarked on the path of modernization at the
time, was naturally into the modern chemical industry system all over
Japan, kept a living by selling out the workforce, from farmer trans-
formed to worker. Most Korean in Japan lived near the harbor and in-
dustrial mining district, and had a high degree of mixed with Japa-
nese, and had the characteristics of urban society.

Third, the Koreans both moved to the northeast China and moved
to Japan were the same ethnic Koreans who were leaving homeland to
live in foreign nation, as the economic life forced or unwilling to Ja-
pan’s colonial rule, the former opted China in the weak influence of
Japan’s, and in the northeast carried out anti — Japanese armed strug-
gle and national education, and made a significant coniribution for the
recovery of Korea and liberation of China. And the latter had chosen
to Japan implement its colonial rule, most of the people carried out the
economic struggle in order to safeguard the survival rights and inter-
ests, and a small number of people joined in the socialist movement.

Fourth, after Japan’s defeat, most of Koreans living in northeast
China, like the vast majority of other Chinese peoples have been equal
treatment in political, economic and cultural aspects, especially equal
share of land and become masters of the land. With the establishment
of the People’ s Republic of China, one of the Chinese minorities,
they have gotten their own legal identity of Chinese Korean. Under the
socialist system, unity and equality in the Chinese Communist Party of
policy, they set up the Korean Autonomous Prefecture and countries,
perform the right of national autonomous exercise, and develop the na-
tional culture education. In Japan, after the post — war, implemented

the “return” policy for Koreans in Japan, on the detention of Koreans
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
