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Dump—an open hole in the ground where trash is buried and is full of various animals
(rats, mice, birds). (This is most people’s idea of a landfill!)

Landfill—carefully designed structure built into or on top of the ground in which trash is
isolated from the surrounding environment ( groundwater, air, rain). This isolation is accom-
plished with a bottom liner and daily covering of soil.
