Abstract

Anthropogenic myths refer to the myths which explore the human being’s
generation for the primary purpose. The works aims at researching the anthro-
pogenic myths of ethnic minorities in China and takes the type and motif re-
search as the pointcut, which is analyzed and interpreted from the macroscopic
and microscropicaspects.

First of all, the works elaborates the definition, generation, characteris-
tics and other basic issues such as related clans, tribes, ethnic, motif of an-
thropogenic myths. It’s considered that “motif” is the most natural and basic
element in the mythical narrative process, which not only can exist independ-
ently in the various channels of myths inheritance but also can be reproduced or
re-combination in other stylistic or cultural products. Motif is a specific unit in
quantitative and qualitative analysis of ethnic myths and keeps an obvious func-
tion of methodology.

According to the statistical data on motif of Chinese ethnic minorities’ an-
thropogenic mythsand the relevant research at home and abroad, the works
makes a systemic analysis and key interpretation of seven types such as human
made by god or divine character, born in pregnancy, by metaplasia, deforma-
tion, marriage, inducement and human regeneration. The works also discusses
each type of myth’s generation, main features, motif distribution, etc. , and
performs analysis of its basic type system and typical phenomenon.

Motif of anthropogenic myths is rheological, especially the motif of oral
tradition, with multiple channels and various features, including the emergence
of a new motif, motif changes, disappearance and motif chain restructuring,
etc. . Motif of a of all ethnic groups has a rich personality and complex generali-
ty. On one hand, the same type of myth in different ethnic groups shows differ-

ent motifs, some of which has regional differences; on the other hand, the
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same motif can appear in different ethnic myth narrative, showing the creation
of the same or similar characteristics or cultural psychology. The generality and
individuality of myth motif are concomitant, which can be transformed into
each other in certain conditions.

The research on anthropogenic myths is profound and lasting. Many myth
motifs have positive effects on cultural values, living customs and cultural crea-
tion in the future generations, and will become an important reference and cul-

tural basis ofbuilding multinational harmonious culture.
