Synopsis: Ancient Shenzhen, Modern Shenzhen, Shenzhen Folk Culture and
Shenzhen's Reform and Opening-up History, permanent displays of new Shenzhen
Museum (Historical Museum), which bears the Shenzhen's history of 7,000 years
and records Shenzhen's historical development, is an awesome historical monument.

In
the wars against aggression and for liberation for more than one century, including
anti-colonial fight against Britain to seize Hong Kong from the Opium War,
Sanzhoutian Uprising led by bourgeois revolutionaries before the Revolution of
1911 that was the first fight to overthrow the regime of Qing Dynasty, farmers'
and workers' movement led by Bao'an County organization of the Communist
Party of China (CPC), supporting to Guangdong-Hong Kong General Strike that

was a shock to the world, the War of Resistance Against Japan, China's War of

Liberation and so on, Shenzhen people showed their outstanding courageousness
and indomitableness.

The Opium War is also the start of modernization of China. After the Opium
War, China was forced to open trade ports, and civilization from the western
capitalistic countries was continuously introduced. China, the oriental sleeping lion
in the feudal period, woke up from the dream of Celestial Empire. She opened her
eyes to the world, and set her foot on the tortuous road towards modernization.
Since Shenzhen abuts on Hong Kong, and is prone to absorb modern science,
technology and culture from the West, it has played an important role in Chinese
modernization.
