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" Abstract:

Looking from the international experience, modern agriculiure development has
already broken through the limitation of traditional agriculture category. At the same
time, taking the planting and raising as the center, modern agriculture extended to pre
sector and post sector, which has formed an inter-linkage system. As results, modern
agriculture has extended to other three sectors such as input sector, production sector,
agricultural products processing manufacture sector and agricultural product transporta-
tion and sale sector, which has formed an agricultural industry system, also namely ag-
ribusiness in the word. In this foundation, the research introduces the international ex-
perience into Chinese modern agricultural development and summarizes the modern agri-
culture as follow: take agribusiness idea as the instruction, take the modern science
and technology as the support, and take the industrial organization as the link, stret-
ches across First, Second and Third industries. Looking from the experience of devel-
oped country agricultural development, the traditional agriculture already reduced day
by day in the national economy proportion, including US, Japan, European Union and
so on. In developed countries, GDP proportion of traditional agriculture in national total
output already dropped to 2% , but as to the ratio of agribusiness in national economy,
its total output still holds the pivotal status, which stabilizes at 8% ~10% , so that the
agribusiness has a more important influence to the national economy development in de-
veloped countries.

Our country’s agricultural development is in the reforming crucial phase of transfor-
ming from the traditional agriculture to the modern agriculture. In the last thirty years
the traditional agriculture drops year by year in the national economy proportion, in
2008 traditional agriculture GDP occupied 11. 3% in the whole national economy. Ac-

cording to Petty and Clerk theorem, along with the fast development of our national
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economy, the traditional agriculture will continue dropping year by year in the national
economy proportion. So comes, what is the further developing direction of Chinese agri-
culture? Without doubt, the concept of modern agriculture has indicated the develop-
ment path of Chinese agricultural. Since that there is large potential for Chinese modern
agricultural development, what is the exact developing space quantity? What is the key
sector? The research will focus on these questions, introduce the agribusiness concept
to the analysis of Chinese modern agriculture, using international input-output analysis
method which have been matured in the word, take the Chinese 1987 ~2002 year [-O
tables as the data sources, carry on the structure and the connection of Chinese agri-
business, at the same time compare the total quantity and the structure with US and Ja-
pan, thus the research can draw the correlated conclusion and propose the right policy
to speed the development of Chinese agribusiness, at last the research also discusses
the strategy of developing Chinese modern agricultural.

On the basis of absorbing the international experience of development of modern
agriculture, this study thinks about China’s national conditions and analyzes China’s
modern agricultural development strategy. The analysis mainly focus on the development
of modern agriculture on natural resources conditions, ensureing food safety and food
security, the development of regional model of modern agriculture, organization and
systems to ensure modern agricultural development strategy. In theory, the study enrichs
content of modern agricultural development research, which is helpful in understanding
Chinese moder agriculture characteristic, indicates our government how to develop
modern agriculture, so that provide the policy-making basis for our country to promote
agribusiness and even the national economy development, which has vital practice sig-
nificance. The full text divides into ten chapters.

The first Chapter is the introduction. China’s modern agricultural development con-
ditions and challenges are described, as well as clearing strategic goals of China’s mod-
ern agricultural development and focus, refining the development of modern agriculture
elements of the strategy, summing up China’s modern agricultural development policy
recommendations.

The second Chapter analyzes the development of modern agriculture and abroad of
China’s modern agriculture sysiem. The chapter analyzes the world’s agricultural devel-
opment process, the formation and characteristics of modern agriculture development
experience and trends, content and development of modern agriculture as well as con-

ducts empirical analysis of the architecture. The chaper also clarifys the development
