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Abstract

ANNUAL REPORT ON CHINA’S CENTRAL REGION (2012 —2013) focuses on
review and prospect on construction of strategic platform for the rise of Central Region.
This Blue Book falls into three sections: general report, sectional report and
monographic report.

General reports gives a review on the constructional background and process of the
strategic platform in Central Region, it also makes a systematic analysis on its main
practice and effectiveness, and then it performs a prospect on constructional direction
and developing trend with an analysis as the base on contributing factors for current
situation and grasping future development trend. It makes efforts on exploration and
discussion on how to construct strategic platforms with full function, distinctive
characteristics and powerful radiometric force to spur regional social and economic
development and to promote Central Region’s competitiveness. At last, it presents
countermeasures for advancing the construction of strategic platform in Central Region.

Sectional reports make studies on construction of strategic platforms, including city
