The TOEFL iBT Writing consists of two separate tasks. The very first task is called the
Writing Integrated Task—Reading/Listening/Writing Academic Course Topics. In this task
you will read a short passage, listen to a brief lecture on the same subject as the passage, and
then write an essay based on the reading and listening exercises. You will have twenty minutes to
write this essay.

The second task is the Writing Independent Task which is based on Experience and
Knowledge. You will be given a short prompt and asked to write an essay based on that prompt.
You will have thirty minutes to write the essay.

Writing TOEFL essays can be a challenging skill for a lot of students but it doesn’t have to be
that way. Writing TOEFL essay is defined as an attempt to explain something clearly and explicitly.
A well written TOEFL essay can be a joy to read.

In the writing section having good organization is the most important job. Of course, this
TOEFL Advanced Writing Textbook it contains very clear ideas, logical thinking, good grammar
and vocabulary to help you fulfill your dream.

Key features of the TOEFL Advanced Writing Textbook are:

* To show clear organization and ideas to the topic.

* To have an original idea and support it with strong points, examples and details.
» To take a clear stance on the issue presented in the question.

* To use a logical thinking and more western thinking to the topic.

» To demonstrate coherence, sentence variety, and appropriate word choice.

» Step 4: Body paragraph: Topic sentence + supporting details/examples

= Step 5: Conclusion: Summarize thesis and main ideas

The book will teach you how to make a very quick outline at the top of your paper before
you begin writing your essay. And then, this brief outline will help you to get your thoughts clearly
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organized before you begin writing. This way, you won't get confused as you write, and your
essay won't become disorganized. So, the very skills in this book will fully help you get a high
score in your examination.

The most important thing to do to get a good TOEFL score in the writing section is, of course,
to write. You will need to be able to write quickly and with very clear organization. Practice,
practice, practice. | do believe practice makes perfect. Practice makes real study. Practice writing
an essay on a new topic or passed topic every day. To practice for the writing integrated essay,
choose a topic and find two contrasting opinions on that topic (just like you would do to practice
the speaking integrated). Make an outline of the contrasting opinions; make a clear mind all the
times with the right logic.

* Although the overall response is definitely oriented to the task, it conveys only vague,
global, unclear, or somewhat imprecise connection of the points made in the lecture to points

made in the reading.
* The response may omit one major key point made in the lecture.

* Some key points made in the lecture or the reading, or connections between the two, may

be incomplete, inaccurate, or imprecise.

* Errors of usage and/or grammar may be more frequent or may result in noticeably vague

expressions or obscured meanings in conveying ideas and connections.
