Two
Americans, a British man and a Spaniard disappeared while covering the conflict in Libya. The four
are said to be in good health.

They were all brought to the Tripoli hotel where the foreign media covering the conflict are sta-
ying, looking tired and somewhat bewildered by the scrum of journalists awaiting them. Libyan offi-
cials say the four had been freed by a judge after being given a one-year suspended prison sentence
for illegally entering the country. There’ s been no word on the fate of a South African citizen, pho-
tographer Anton Hammerl, who’s believed to have been detained in Libya in early April.

News Item 2

Flooding along the Mississippi River has ruined crops, damaged farmland and delayed barge
traffic in parts of the southern United States. Officials say diversion of some of the water through
spillways in Louisiana, though, eventually will ease the flow and help speed the return to normalcy.

The U. S. Coast Guard has shut some small stretches of the Mississippi River to barge traffic in
recent days and has allowed only one barge at a time to pass through the stretch of river near Vida-
lia, Louisiana, where levees are close to being topped.

The U. S. state of Arizona wants to charge overweight citizens $50 annually if they fail to fol-
low their doctors’ advice.

If the idea is approved by Congress, smokers and diabetics who fail to stick to a healthy lifes-
