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Eleven - Headed Guanyin, Stone Carving, Seven Niches for Guanyin of Qibao Tower, Baoging Temple, Tang Dynasty, China
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In the third year of the Chang’an period of the Tang
dynasty (AD 703), when China was ruled by Wu Zetian,
Qibao Tower were built in Guangzhai Temple, with
niches for Buddhist statues imbedded on the edge of the
Tower. These niches were moved to Baoging Temple in
later period. Many of these delicate Buddhist carvings
were stolen to the overseas during the reign of Emperor
Guangxu in the Qing dynasty. Among them, the most
famous items are the seven relief slabs of the niches
for Eleven-Headed Guanyin. The height of each slab
is 110cm, and the width is 30-35cm, all of which are
stranded overseas, dispersed in five museums in America

and Japan.
