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BIBLIOGRAPHY

Zhenmin Ji is an internationally recognized Chinese artist known for his breathtaking landscape paintings. Born into a rural family
in 1938, he first encountered art through his father’s love of calligraphy. He taught himself how to paint and eventually attended the
Tianjin Academy of Fine Arts, where he studied both western-style oil painting and traditional Chinese painting. Since graduating in 1964,
he has been engaged in the teaching of art to younger generations and the pursuit of his own artistic career. He was recognized for his
excellent performance in fine arts education with the Yinxing Award for Outstanding Contribution, a national award for educators jointly
sponsored by the Chinese Ministry of Education, the Chinese Ministry of Culture, and eight other Ministries, in 2002.

Mr. Ji incorporates depth and layering in all aspects of his work. As the famous Chinese art critic Dejiang Jia wrote, Zhenmin Ji’s
landscape paintings have a profound and vigorous style.“Profound” and “vigorous” refer to many things. These things range from the
rich layering of his artwork to the maturity of his artistic style, and from the prodigious thought he pours into his paintings to his
unassuming character. His style blends heavy inking with strategic splotches of white, bringing water and ink into full play while being
careful not to be too overwhelming. In the layers upon layers of texture which comprise his unique way of painting, Mr. Ji is able to capture
nature’ s majesty and grandeur...The way in which he approaches landscape painting is the result of a heterogeneous blending of classical
Chinese tradition and personal insight. Mr. Ji’ s new vision of contemporary Chinese painting has, is, and will continue to be an important
influence on the genre.

Zhenmin Ji is currently a member of the China Artists Association and is the honorary director of the Landscape Painting Committee
of the Tianjin Artists Association. He also serves as an honorary professor at Tianjin Academy of Fine Arts, as the vice president of the
Tianjin Painting and Calligraphy Institute, and as the honorary president of the Tianjin Youth Chinese Calligraphy Institute.

Mr. Ji’s works have been included in many national and international art exhibitions and have won numerous awards. His landscape
paintings were selected for display in the Sixth National Exhibition of Fine Arts, the First China Artists Association Exhibition of Chinese
painting, and the Fourth and Sixth National Exhibitions for Landscape Painting. His artworks have been chosen for publication in several
renowned collections of national artwork, including Selected Works of Outstanding Contemporary Chinese paintings and Contemporary
Chinese Painting Highlights. He has published more than twenty books on art education, and has also published several personal
portfolios, including Zhenmin Ji’ s Landscape Paintings and Zhenmin Ji’ s Art Works.

Overseas, Mr. Ji’s paintings have been shown in many countries, including Japan, South Korea, Singapore, Malaysia, Russia, Italy,
Canada, and the United States. He has also been invited to do multiple solo exhibitions in Japan and United States. His works have been
shown at the International Modern Art Exhibition in Japan, where they won the Best Painting Award in 1989, 1997 and 1999. A few years
later, in 2006, his paintings were exhibited at the Agora Gallery in New York City and his piece Breaking Against the River Bank won
the SoHo/Chelsea International Art Competition. Mr. Ji’ s landscape paintings have also been presented as gifts to dignitaries from the
United Kingdom, the Netherlands, Switzerland, and Germany during visits to those countries by Chinese delegations.
