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The formation of interior design style was influenced by the politics, economy and history
at that time so that it has characteristics and features of different times and areas. The
formation of one typical style is an integrated reflection of region, natural conditions and
cultural art, which presents the modeling and features of the creation and manifests the tone
and connotation of the projects. The interior design style has been gradually developed
and has formed diverse and typical styles, such as the European style which highlights
European cultural connotations, the American style which learns widely from other styles
and keeps its own features, modern style which stands in the front of the trend and Neo-
Chinese style which skillfully combines traditional with modern. ““A hundred flowers

blossom and a hundred schools of thought contend” presents rich and colorful forms.
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
