Painting and Literary Sources in an
Investigation of Several Women’s Issues in

the Sung Dynasty

Abstract

With the emergence of Neo-Confucianist thought of the
Ch’eng Brothers (Ch’eng Hao and Ch’eng I) and Chu Hsi in
the Sung dynasty (960-1279), the role of women in society
became increasingly closed. Observed within the framework
of overall developments in the history of China, it would
appear that women in the Sung dynasty stood at a key
turning point at the time.

Many Sung dynasty paintings focus on and are famous
for their “sketching from life”” and delicate rendering. Among
them, it is not uncommon to find fine examples with images
of women as the main subject. Although most of these
paintings come from the hands of male artists and cannot
necessarily be fully read as a way to interpret how women
viewed themselves, the almost complete lack of surviving
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works by Sung women artists brings the focus back to men
painters, whose works still can be analyzed in their role as
“spokesmen” for women at the time.

The motivation behind this essay is an attempt to
explore the relationship between Sung dynasty art and life
through the observation of paintings. At the same time,
writings by Sung dynasty authors are also cited as evidence
to bring light upon women’s issues. The contents discussed
herein are tentatively divided into three chapters entitled
“Images of Ladies and Expressions of Talent”, “Women’s
Occupations and Female Paragons”, and “Women’s Voices
and Remarriage”. This is done in the hope of being able to
dissect the idealized model of Sung dynasty women and
discuss issues beyond mere formal appearances. Since it
involves more than one level, this essay will deal with

several issues related to women of the Sung dynasty.
