Trademarks are words, names, or symbols that identify the manufacturer of a product and 14 it
from similar goods of others, A service mark is similar to a trademark 15 is used to identify services.
A trademark prevents others from using the 16 or a similar word, name, or symbol to take advantage
of the recognition and 17 of the brand or to create confusion in the marketplace.
