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Abstract

After entering the 21st century, as the development of the multilateral trading
system is blocked, regional integration have developed rapidly, especially the TPP
which is dominated by the United States as representative of a new trade rule is
established. And the change of international trade rules makes connotation of policy
instruments in free trade area and free trade zone has new changes. As an effective
tool to promote investment facilitation and trade liberalization, as well as an
important mechanism and platform for global corﬁpetition, most countries in the
world attach great importance to the development of free trade areas and free trade
zones.

As a trading power, China has also made great achievements in the current
FTA construction, initially formed to the neighboring countries and regions as the
basis of the FTA network. Along with the deepening of the development of free
trade in the world and in order to adapt to the situation of economic and trade
development, make full use of domestic and foreign “two resources” and “two
markets” , the central government has approved four pilot free trade zones since
2013, includes Shanghai, Tianjin, Guangdong and Fujian, which means that
development of free trade zone has become our country economy “new normal” .
In particular, as a new platform for China’s opening up, Shanghai Pilot FTZ is
promoting domestic reform of the accelerator. At present, Shanghai Pilot FTZ has
been on the basic institutional framework and the establishment of international
trade and investment rules of convergence achieved important initial results,
especially in terms of financial reform and innovation form can be copied.

This book is the first on China’s development of FTA & FTZ of blue book,
involved the experts from the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, the people’s
Bank of China, the Ministry of Commerce, Tehua Postdoctoral Programme
Workstation.
