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Abstract

Grassroots-level public cultural service is an important component of building
modern public culture service system, and it is also a major carrier to meet the
spiritual and cultural needs of the public. Shanghai Public Culture Service Report
(2017) is themed by grassroots-level public culture governance and focuses on the
current situation, problems, experiences, tendencies, future development direction
and path of grassroots-level public culture governance in Shanghai. The combination
of case analysis and theoretical improvement as well as the mutual supplement
between horizontal comparison and vertical organization, which provide multi-
dimensional reminder and enlightenment for the development and improvement of
grassroots-level public culture governance in Shanghai. The book consists of
General Report, Special Research on Community Cultural Centers, Districts and
Counties Case Studies, Special Case Studies, and Comparisons and Lessons several
parts.

“General Report” comprehensively summarizes the basic situations and major
achievements of Shanghai’s public culture construction in 2016, including
innovation of institutional mechanisms, improvement of important cultural facilities
and service efficiency, exploration of grassroots-level public culture governance,
combination of cultural creativity and education, establishment of Culture Shanghai
Cloud and other aspects. *“ Special Research on Community Cultural Centers”
presents a deep investigation in the latest development of community cultural
activity centers’ construction in Shanghai, including governance mechanism of the

centers, the construction of township cultural activity centers, new expansion of
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service functions and other levels. “Districts and Counties Case Studies” selects
typical models of county and district-level public culture construction, so as to
promote relevant work at the municipal level. In 2016, the effective practice of
socialization and professional development in Songjiang District and Xuhui District
as well as the corporate governance reform of Pudong Library were selected to
analyze. “ Special Case Studies” covers many areas of public culture service
construction in Shanghai, including development of culture-class social
organizations, organizational characters of square dances, innovation of citizens
cultural festivals, state-owned literature and art troupes, Sanshan Guild Hall,
university museums, culture creative industry districts and other cases.
“Comparisons and Lessons” refers to many domestic and international beneficial
experiences, including operations of art festivals, innovative practice of art galleries
in Heilongjiang Province, community culture governance and board institution of
libraries in the United States, and community culture governance in Britain as well

as operation modes of public cultural facilities in Japan.
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
