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Abstract

The Annual Report on Cultural Development of Shenzhen (2017) is compiled by
Shenzhen Academy of Social Sciences, and it includes contents such as modern
cultural transmission, cultural services and urban development, cultural and creative
industries, cultural reform and innovation, cultural consumption and the market, and
case studies. The report reviews the state of affairs, innovation ideas and major
achievements of the cultural development of Shenzhen in 2016. Meanwhile, it
analyses the opportunities and challenges in Shenzhen’s cultural development, and
proposes relevant solutions and suggestions.

The year of 2016 is the starting year of the 13th Five — Year Plan and the
opening year of the “Implementation Plan for Cultural Innovation and Development
in Shenzhen (2020) .” This year saw the completion of major projects, with equal
emphasis on long-term strategic planning, foundation building, and improving areas
of weakness. Major achievements include: A Top — Down approach to public culture
policy has been continuously strengthened, and new progress has been made in
modern public cultural service system; A number of cultural events have been
designed and sponsored, enriching the cultural life of Shenzhen residents; The
cultural influence of Shenzhen has been further expanded, as a result of consistent
efforts in urban culture branding; The acceleration in the establishment of a modern
cultural market has further promoted the quality and profits of the cultural and creative
industries; The traditional Chinese culture has been better preserved and transmitted ,
and protection of cultural heritage enhanced; Significant breakthroughs have been
made in the cultural system reform, further invigorating the cultural development of
Shenzhen.

The report also analyzes and evaluates the prospects for the cultural development
of Shenzhen in 2017, based on concepts like “Shenzhen quality” and “ Shenzhen
standards,” and goals to build Shenzhen as a modern, international, innovation-

driven city, and as an international center for science and industry innovation.
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
