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Abstract: In 2012, China and Central and Eastern Eu-
ropean countries ( CEE countries) launched the “16 +1 coop-
eration” framework and the Czech Republic is one of 16 CEE
countries. From 2013 to 2014, China’s leaders have launched
the initiative to build the Silk Road Economic Belt and 21st
Century Maritime Silk Road ( hereinafter referred to as
“BRI” ) in which 16 CEE countries, including the Czech Re-
public are included. In November 2015, the Chinese and
Czech governments signed a memorandum of understanding on
inter-governmental cooperation to jointly promote the construc-
tion of “BRI”. In March 2016, Chinese President Xi Jinping
paid a state visit to the Czech Republic. The two governments
signed the Joint Statement on Building Strategic Partnership
between the People’s Republic of China and the Czech Repub-
lic. Thanks to the above-mentioned series of important events,
bilateral relations between the two countries have entered a
new period of development. This report discusses the current
situations and prospects of bilateral relations between China
and Czech Republic in politics, economy, trade and people to

people exchange. Based on the results of field research and in-
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terviews, the authors point out the problems existing in the
current bilateral relations and put forward related countermeas-
ures from the perspective of think tanks.

The first part of this book reviews the political relations
between China and Czech Republic in recent years, especially
in the development and transformation of the Czech policy
towards China, and sketches the trajectory of Sino-Czech rela-
tions which is “from cold to warm” ; it also analyzes different
attitudes of different strata and groups in relations with China,
including various behaviors of the Czech separatists of Tibet
and human rights organizations, the Czech intellectuals; atti-
tudes of the public and the government toward relations with
China.

The second part of the book analyzes the overall foreign
trade and investment environment in the current time through a
large number of statistics in trade and investment; it investi-
gates the attractiveness of the Czech market to Chinese enter-
prises, the attractive industry field to attract the investment of
Chinese enterprises, the current situation and prospect of the

investment of Chinese enterprises in the Czech Republic.
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The third part focuses on the existing problems in trade
and investment between China and the Czech Republic such as
the trade deficit between the two countries.

The fourth part made an introduction about the current
situation and existing problems in people to people exchange
between China and the Czech Republic. The authors believe
that the bilateral cultural exchanges between the two are still
in its infancy but it has great development potential.

The fifth part of this book analyzes the future development
trend of bilateral relations, and puts forward a series of policy
recommendations on developing mutually beneficial coopera-
tion from three aspects of politics, economy and trade and

people to people exchange.
