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Abstract

With the rapid growth of the economy in recent 30 years, the
enlarged effect of wealth accumulation has expedited massive asset
management market. In the landscape of Integrated Asset
Management, the commercial banks have developed quickly and
become the one of the most important forces in China asset
management industry by leveraging their capital, resources and
channels. The continuous development of the economy and further
in—depth financial reform will provide more broader room for bank’s
development in asset management business. It may say that the status
of banking asset management business would be imperative to the
stability and development of the entire financial system.

However, the development of banking asset management business
has been restrained by some internal factors, such as opaque mana—
gement, insufficient innovation and weak risk control etc., as well
as constrained by some external factors like law, supervision,
market and infrastructure etc. It is in urgent demand for enhancem—
ent of internal management and external environment to ensure the
healthy and orderly development of asset management business. The
Book attempts to explore the trend of banking asset management
business under the joint push by internal and external factors,
streamline the development strategies and thoughts, and provide the
policy proposals on improvement of external eco—environment.

In summary, the Book makes analysis with focus on the following
4 parts, the first part is the overview and commentary of related

theoretic basis and literature on asset management, which provides
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the grounds for the room of further study, the research proposal and
the research logical framework ; the second part is the discussion and
study on the trend of banking asset management business, which
analysizes the new background from the perspective of macro
economy, demand for asset management and market competitive
landscape, proposes 5 trends of banking asset management business,
and Module 3.0 of integration of internet finance with asset
management; the third part is the research on eco—environment of
banking asset management business. It analysizes the 4 big
environment situations and problems, including law, supervision,
market and infrastructure, which constitute the industry ecosystem.
With comparison of foreign asset management industry, it proposes
the improvement suggestions specifically addressing the problems of
the current external environment. The fourth part is the conclusion
and research prospects.

Based on the study, the Book has the following main conclusions:
the banking asset management business has 5 characterized trends,
including asset management business back to its original purpose,
net pricing products, categorized portfolio investment, less —
dependence on interest spread/gap, and business conduction through
independent subsidiary. It should construct a healthy and orderly
banking asset management industry ecosphere through 4 environm -
ental factors. Under the circumstance of internet finance, asset
management business has entered into Module 3.0, the commercial
banks should proactively change development patterns and approaches

aggressively.
