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Abstract

With the theme of “Practices and Prospects of Cultural Innovation in
Shanghai” , Annual Report on Cultural Development of Shanghai ( 2017 )
focuses on important issues in regards to Shanghai’s cultural development in
2016 and later in the future. Based on a thorough understanding of the
latest trend of cultural development in Shanghai, the book provides a
systematic review of the new context as well as a prediction of the future
tendency. It thus aims to identify the major directions and specific measures
which can be taken to develop Shanghai into an international cultural
metropolis by strengthening Shanghai’s cultural soft power. The book
consists of the following four sections: General Report, Macro Perspectives
Studies on Public Culture and Cultural Industries, and Comparisons and Lessons.

The General Report reviews the overall plan, implementation,
progresses and outcomes of cultural development in Shanghai as well as
summaries the prominent problems in past and current practices. Its goal is
to provide a frame of reference for setting and implementing the goals,
strategies, paths and measures in regards to future urban cultural
development in Shanghai based on a clear understanding of the new
situation, domestic and international changes, and analysis of multiple
challenges. Macro Perspective provides holistic and strategic views on
Shanghai’s cultural development. It covers a wide range of topics, including
urban renovation and cultural heritage protection, construction of new
urban cultural space in Shanghai, paths of promoting arts and literature in
Shanghai, value orientation of grassroots-level governance in Chinese cities,
Shanghai as a humanistic city, and urban cultural governance. The third

section, Studies on Public Culture and Cultural Industries, features the new

rigorous analysis of individual cases, including the paths and strategies of
urban identification of Taiwan district, cultural policies of Hongkong
