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ABSTRACT

This book introduces the rational distribution, superior game and related
concepts as analysis tools to international political economy, develops new theo-
ries, new models, new analysis methods and new index systems to give new
theoretical interpretation for economic wealth distribution and political competi-
tion among social actors in a country or international community, and constructs
a new pour theoretical framework for international political economy. This book
explores the revolution directions and theoretical creations of international politi-
cal economy based on distribution rationality and political economic person hy-
pothesis and analyzes the methodloge changes of international political economy
based on social super games and big data in the internat age. This book also gives
quantitative analysis on the relationships among the economic wealth, discourse
power, political power and violence tools, and constructs state partial equilibri-
um and international general equilibrium models for wealth distribution and pow-
er completion among different social actors. On another hand, this book focuses
on natural process and political control of economic transition from the perspec-
tive of distribution rationality, and explains the financial big data and big data
financial strategy of China from the perspective of social super games. This book
consists of ten chapters, the main conclusions of this book are as follows.

Firstly, the distribution rationality and social super games can be used as
the new theorey and methodology innovation tools for international political econ-
omy. International political economy is rising interdisciplinary field which com-
bines international economics and international politics, which focuses on eco-

nomic wealth distribution and political power competitions in an country or inter-
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national community. How to develop new analysis tools, new theoretical frame-

work and new research ideas according the international economic development
and international political revolution is the main objective and driving force of in-
ternational political economy. We can redefine the types of international commu-
nity from the data dimension and summarize the characteristics of different types
of international community, and reclassify the types of states from wealth distri-
bution and power allocation, based on which we can promote the development of
international political economy.

Secondly, The development and innovation of contemporary international
political economy needs to overcome the limitation of the Anglo-American School
of international political economy. The British school and the American school are
the main academic schools of contemporary western international political eco-
nomics, have common limitations and insufficiencies, which show the Anglo
American cultural constraints, Western centrism, the basic theory weakness
and discipline marginalization. The contemporary international political economics
is a cross development product of mutual integration between politics and eco-
nomics, international political economy can be divided into micro international
political economy and macro international political economy, which’s academic
division is still in evolution. The development frontier of international political
economy manifested in four aspects: the specialization and systematization of
subject, discipline internal divisions and the new branches appearing scientism
and empiricism evolution characteristics, the formation and evolution of the new
cross disciplines crossing with other disciplines. Emerging economies’s scholars re-
presented by China, as a new force to promote international political economics,
need to shoulder the historical responsibility for reconstruction and theoretical in-
novation of international political economy in future.

Thirdly, the distribution rationality and political economic person hypothe-
sis are the useful theoretical tools to promote the development and innovation of
the theory of international political economy. The complete rationality, total irra-

tionality, bounded rationality and irrationality are different types of rationality of
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social actors in different environments and stage, and the real rationality of a so-

cial actor is the distribution rationality with a certain probability distribu-
tion. Social actors as the basic organization forms of individual and groups of peo-
ple, can be divided into macro social actors and micro social actors, and macro
international political economy and micro political economy are two branches of
international political economy. The theories based on economic actor hypothesis,
management actor hypothesis and political actor hypothesis, which are the main
theoretical schools of international political economy, can’t explain all the be-
haviors of social actors and related political and economic activities in global
community. Distribution rationality hypothesis and related theory analysis frame-
work , can reasonably explain many phenomena in the emerging international po-
litical community and give new contributions to theoretical research literatures on
international political economy. We need to promote the theory innovation and
development of contemporary international political economy in view of the ra-
tionality, behavior types, contents and methods, and introduce the distribution
rationality and political economic actor hypothesis into the research field of inter-
national political economy. Scholars of China should give great contributions to
the theory research of contemporary international political economy.

Fouthly, The internet technology and big data science creat new conditions
for super group games, which promote methodology innovation of contemporary
international political economy . This book gives definition for social super games
(SSG) and related theoretical framework based on big data firstly, and explores
the international political and economic activity characteristics, change rules and
the methodology innovation of international political economy in big data era. The
big data and cloud computing technology development promote the formation and
evolution of the international large data community, and the social super games
based on big data, especially transnational social super dynamic game, have
become key factors to promote the evolution of political and economic activities in
international community. The big data international political economy has become

a frontier interdiscipline. The international community can be divided into three

historical stages and three different types according to data size and data technol-

ogy. During the evolution process of international community from traditional so-
ciety to the new large data open society, the internationalization of social super
games (SSG) within the sovereign state and international social super dynamic
games can inevitably lead to new issues and new problems, which promote the
discipline evolution and methodology innovation of international political economy.

Fifthly, the new methods and the new index systems can be used to carry
on the quantitative research on the economic wealth distribution and the social
actor’s discourse power. This book constructs discourse power function, distribu-
tion curve and discourse power coefficient and the related index system for social
members to estimate and measure the balance of discourse power distribu-
tion. The balance of discourse power distribution is an important index to measure
the social fairness and stability of a modern society, which can be measured by
estimating the discourse power coefficient of a society and related indicators. The
Imbalance of economic wealth distribution is one of the most important reasons to
the imbalance of discourse power distribution among social members in a modern
society. The absolute balance and extreme imbalance of discourse power distribu-
tion don’t exist in the real society, there are the possibilities of mutual conver-
sion between balance and imbalance of discourse power distribution. By construc-
ting the new method and the new index system, we can make quantitative analy-
sis for the law and trend of the discourse power dynamic evolution of a society,
and provide an empirical basis for constructing social management system, and
relevant public policies’ formulation, implementation and evaluation.

Sixthly, The new methods and the new index systems can be used to meas-
ure the relationships between the political power and the violence tools. This book
gives a new measure method and a new index system to analyze the correlation
between the political power distribution and the violence tools occupation struc-
ture. We can draw the social political power distribution curve and calculate the
social political power distribution coefficient based on political power utility func-

tion and production function of political power for society agents . Meanwhile ,
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we may draw the social violence occupation curve and estimate the social vio-

lence coefficient based on violence production function. Based on constructing
political power distribution curve, violent occupation curve and the Lorenz curve
and drawing related index system, the complex correlation between the political
power distribution and violence tool occupation structure can be measured. The
political power distribution and violence tool occupation structure in society are
dynamic evolution, we need develop new methods and new index systems to
meet the theoretical and empirical research.

Seventhly, based on distribution rationality, political economic person hy-
pothesis and social super games, this book gives domestic partial equilibrium
models for social actors who join the wealth distribution and power competi-
tions. The social actors, who have distribution rationality and meet political eco-
nomic person hypothesis, need balance between economic wealth and political
power when they pursue their own utility maximization goals. There exists separa-
ting equilibrium when a social actor with distribution rationality achieves maxi-
mum utility goals. The wealth creation coefficient can be used to analyze whether
a country is suitable for the social actors society to create economic wealth, and
the power promotion coefficient can be used to measure whether a country is fit
for the political promotion of the social actors, which also can be used as quanti-
tative analysis tools for the evaluation and classification of state types or society
types. When social actors are in the political and economic equilibriums, they
can achieve the goal of maximizing economic and political utility. If the political
power and economic wealth can be converted or traded with each other, there
may be a trade triangle for political power and economic wealth.

Eighthly, based on rational distribution, political economic person hypoth-
esis and super group game tools, the international general equilibrium models
can be constructed and used to ananlyze social actors’economic wealth distribu-
tion and political power competition in international community. In an open and
pluralistic system of international political economy, if the economic wealth dis-

tribution and political power competition can achieve equilibrium in different
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time or at different stages, which shows that the economic wealth distribution

and political power allocation are is in optimal states at the same time. Because a
socoal actor” preference for economic wealth and political power and diatributon
rational utility function may change with the time evolution and external condi-
tions change, the international political and economic system performances the
characteristics of multiple equilibria. Different rational assumptions and political
and economic equilibrium types can form different combination matrices. We can
analyze economic wealth distributon and political power completion with the theo-
retical tools of static equilibrium and dynamic equilibrium. The equilibria of the
iternational political and economic system show different typical types, and
which are closely related to each other. The international political and economic
static general equilibrium is only an ideal condition, but it shows that the pro-
portion of the economic wealth and the political power of each social actor rea-
ches the optimal state of distribution equilibria. If social actors can achieve to
maximize the distribution rationality utility of wealth distribution and power com-
petiton in every historical stage, the international dynamic general equilibrium of
economic wealth distribution and political power competition can be achieved.
Although the international dynamic general equilibrium of economic wealth distri-
bution and political power competition is an ideal state, the dynamic general
equilibrium matrix of international political and economic system can be used as
a pure theoretical standard toanalysze international political and economic prob-
lems.

Ninethly, the distribution rationality can be used as theoretical tool to give
empirincal research on the evolution of international political economy, the natu-
ral process and the political control of the large-scale economic transition can be
regarded as classic example . This book puts forward a hypothesis about decrea-
sing efficiency of planned economic institution from two aspect of natural evolu-
tion and political control. Moreover, constructs a theoretical model to discuss the
inherent mechanism of eco.nomic transition cause and frame of reference choice,

and gives a theoretical explanation about transition mode and performance differ-
