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Minzu University of China, one of the national key universities on the list of the “211 Project” and the “985
Project”, is a comprehensive research university with distinctive ethnic characteristics.

Founded in 1951, the Museum of Ethnic Cultures of Minzu University of China has an area of 5000 square
meters. It is an anthropological museum specializing in preservation, display and research of cultural relics
from the 56 ethnic groups in China. Collections preserved in the museum are more than 20,000 cultural relics
in 14 different categories, including production tools, daily articles, religious utensils, costumes, ancient relics,
documents and musical instruments. The museum also preserves a large collection of religious utensils and
cultural relics from the ethnic groups in Taiwan. The strength of these collections makes the museum one of the

leading institutions on the subject of Chinese ethnic cultures, not only in China, but also in the world.

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The CAFA Art Museum, which is located in the campus of the Central Academy of Fine Arts, consists of the
new museum, the palster sculpture gallery and the teaching gallery. As the first professional art museum after the
New China was founded, its history dates back to the beginning of 1950s, the old site of the Central Academy
of Fine Arts in Xiaowei Lane, Shu aifuyuan, Wangfujing, Beijing, was chiefly designed by Mr. Zhang Kaiji, a
famous architect. it was renamed as CAFA Art Museum from CAFA Exhibition Museum in 1998. At the end of
2010, it was awarded as one of the first batch of “National Key Art Museum”™.

In October 2008, the new museum of CAFA Art Museum, chiefly designed by Arata lsozaki, a famous
Japanese architect, was officially opened to the public. The new museum, equipped with all modern functions,
undertakes responsibilities of shows and exhibitions, collections recovery, academic research and public
education.

Currently, CAFA Art Museum owns about 15,000 pieces of collections, including the representative work
of masters prior to the Qing Dynasty and modern & contemporary artists, as well as excellent works of students

since the establishment of CAFA. In addition, the new museum, with its collection warchouse and recovery

room, carries out all-round conservation, restoration and research for the collections, through making full use of
all software and hardware.

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Museum of Renmin University of China was formally established in 2008. With the Focus on historical
relics, artistic works and university history, this is a comprehensive museum for collecting, exhibiting,
researching and teaching. The museum covers an area of 5000 square metres and consists of three main
parts: the exhibitions of Renmin University history, the exhibitions of special collections and temporary
exhibitions.
