Abstract: The Bairuxi Cliff Buddhist Sculpture locates in Nanjiang County, Sichuan Province.
There remain 26 niches distributed in 4 areas at present, exquisite and well preserved, and the themes of
the sculptures are mainly the Western Pure Land, Maitreya and one Buddha with two Disciples and two
Bodhisattva, etc. The time of major sculptures can be judged in the flourishing Tang Dynasty, according
to the theme and the features.
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
