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Abstract

In 2016, with the sustainable development, Chinese film market breaks
through the 2015 box office record unsurprisingly. However 3.73% , annual growth
rate, makes the ups and downs of film market meaningful. To the rapid develop-
ment of China’s film industry, it not only produces 772 feature films, 1,612 new
cinemas, 1,612 pieces screens in 2016, but also produces a lot of noteworthy phe-
nomenon and cultural events. In the face of domestic and international market and
capital competition, what is the motive force to Chinese movie’s future develop-
ment? What’s the power to the Shanghai film industry’s development in an all-round
way? Based on high profile films and the analysis to topical and phenomenal cases,
we plan and solicit the Shanghai Film Industry Development Report (2017 ) about
the theme with the “Innovation for Content and Movie Industry Achieve a New
Mileage” . This report consists of special reports and four content sections.

“Special Report” invites experts and scholars to discus IP film adaptation in
multi-angle and the development background of this kind phenomenon, process and
industry characteristics, then puts forward suggestions on development trend and
existing problems. In “Industry Hot Spots” section, around annual industry hotspot
issues, such as film post-production, IP operation, big data, data visualization,
VR technology, “fans economy, sky-high compensation” phenomenon and Shang-
hai film studio and creation trend, it study and judge the development of China’s
film industry for the future. In “Movie of the Year” section, it analysis box office,
public praise, type pattern and cultural space of different types films, such as IP

film adaptation, annual Hong Kong film co-productions, “summer” genre, domes-
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tic click flick, then puts forward suggestions for domestic film typed exploration; In
“Multiple Horizons” section: compared with the strategy of the French co-produc-
tions, it provide reference for the development of the mainland and Hong Kong co-
productions. What an example to the American cinema line development, it gives
overseas experience for Chinese film. It also present a multi-angle analysis to the
influence of the Shanghai international film festival and brand value. In “Filmmak-
er Interview” section, focusing on industry models, it analysis Shanghai film crea-
tion environment through the communication with five young directors in Shanghai.
According the interview of ZHAO Wen-tao, Western Movie Group’s general manag-
er, it shows film state-owned enterprise system’s reform process, experience and
trend. According the interview of LIU Haibo, the Executive Vice-President of
Shanghai Vancouver Film School, it illustrates the current status and policy advan-
tages of Shanghai film industry personnel training, and puts forward suggestions for
future industry personnel training developmeht.

Combined with academia and industry research, this report study the latest in-
formation and prominent phenomenon of China film industry and Shanghai film in-
dustry in 2016. It also focus on the key point and analyzes the new trend of indus-
trial development, then provides decision-making reference and support for industry

development.
