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Since the reform and opening-up began, Shanghai has made a consensus
concerning Shanghai’s development strategies and functions after several strategic
discussions, which exerted a significant and profound impact on economic and
social development of Shanghai. Currently, Shanghai has been embracing the future,
drafting for a new important round of development. On the one hand, Shanghai
is just 5 years away from the goal proposed in the 1990’s, that is, “basically build
Shanghai into an international economic, financial, trade and shipping center and
socialist modern international metropolis by 2020, and on the other hand, China
has initiated the grand objective of achieving the great rejuvenation of the Chinese
nation by the 100" anniversary of the founding of People’s Republic of China,
Shanghai is planning for a new-round development and leapfrog in line with China’s
new strategic goal of “two hundred years”. Thus, in the new historical orientation,
standing firm on the urban development heritage and specific genes, conforming
to the trend of urban development, we are poised to scientifically planning for
development and strategic direction for the next 30 years, and clarify the historic
mission of Shanghai in achieving the great rejuvenation and the “Chinese Dream”

of the Chinese nation.
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Looking ahead, global urban development will enter into an era of constant
change and disruption accompanied by scientific and technological progress;
innovation on development philosophy and vision has become an important part of
making global urban development strategies. For example, in New York Plan 2030,
more emphasis are placed on Reliance City and Fair and Justice; London attaches
more importance to quality of life in Smart London Plan 2030 — Greater London
Authority, Paris’ Master Plan Greater Paris Region 2030 gives more priority to
ensure its global appeal in the 21" century. Therefore, while planning for the future
in 30 years, Shanghai must innovates in its urban development philosophy and
visions.

To complement the “Shanghai in the next 30 years” development strategy
research, and to examine the philosophy and vision of urban development,
clarify bottlenecks and challenges facing the future of Shanghai, on December
18", 2015, sponsored by Development Research Centre of Shanghai Municipal
People’s Government, and jointly organized by Shanghai International Think Tank

& Company, this 2015 Shanghai international Think Tank Summit” is themed

Tu Guangshao, Executive
Deputy Mayor, and Li Yiping, Secretary-General of Shanghai Municipal People’s
Government, attended the meeting. Executive Deputy Mayor Mr. Tu delivered
a passionate closing remark. Guests exchange in depth the vision of Shanghai’s
development in 2050, bottlenecks and challenges as well as ideas and solutions to
achieve these proposals, and this event is broadly covered by CCTV and many other
mainstream media.
