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Abstract: The global society has done many efforts to reach the

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Declaration on Aid Effectiveness™ which officially proposed the topic of Aid
Effectiveness on the year 2005. Paris Declaration focusing on five principles
—Ownership, Alignment, Harmonisation, results and Mutual accountability
which was called “Paris Principles”. This paper will review related research
concentrating on three main aspects, which entail Paris Principles, the
practice of Paris Declaration, and comparison between Paris Declaration
and other agendas, with the expectation that it would provide some further
reference for the future issues of Aid Effectiveness. Through this review, we
find that most researchers have pointed out that the Paris Declaration lacks
concerns of the political and power context, as well as the difference between
individually recipient countries, resulting out that there exists a gap between
the practice‘ and rhetoric of Paris Declaration. For this reason, the future
research could focus on the different practice from development practationers
under the discourse of Paris Declaration and bring in new perspectives and
discourse dimensions.
