Putting Green

The putting green, or simply the green, is an area of
relatively flat and smooth grass with careful pruning.

There is a hole on the green which allowing players to
putt toward it. The green can be a circle or oval, covering 111-
2545 square meters at the height of 30-100 centimeters. In fact,
each green has its unique features in terms of its size, shape and
surrounding bunkers. Obviously, to “putt” is to play a stroke on
the defined putting surface. This putt ordinarily is played on the
green with a putter (a club with very low loft) so that the ball

Golf Courses

A golf course normally lies in the region remarkable for the
picturesque scenery. And there is no consistency about the sizes
or shapes of golf courses all over the world, that is, no two golf
courses seem alike in the world. As a matter of fact, a golf course
can be built in terms of its natural topography and environment.
In addition, many old coastal golf courses, especially in Scotland

and Ireland, are links golf courses. Because the land was

unsuitable for building houses due to its sandy nature and equally
unsuitable for farmland due to the salt content of the turf. To
some degree, the Open Championship is always played on links
courses, different from the other three major championships held
in the United States.

A golf course generally covers an area of 60 hectares with
a clubhouse, a standard golf course, a driving range and some
necessary facilities. The clubhouse serves as a comprehensive
service center for leisure, catering, tourism and shopping.

The standard gold course has 18 holes commonly consisting
of 4 par-3 holes, 10 par-4 holes, and 4 par-5 holes. Eighteen-
hole courses are grouped by a “front 9”(holes 1-9) and a “back
9”(holes 10-18). In addition, on links courses, the holes may be
laid out in one long loop, beginning and ending at the clubhouse,
thus the front 9 is referred to on the scorecard as “out” (heading
out away from clubhouse) and the back 9 as “in” (heading back
in toward the clubhouse). However, some only have nine holes,
and the course is played twice per round. Other courses have
twenty-seven or thirty-six holes and golfers choose two groups of
nine holes. Furthermore, it’s worth mention that each hole should
