Abstract

There are obviously different structures, sizes, supplies and demand mecha-
nisms between urban public goods and rural public goods. At present, existing re-
search is mainly focused on the supply of rural public goods, while the analysis of
needs is very little. The article will explore the demand of urban public goods.
Following the basic idea of social science empirical research, we make an inten-
sive study of the demand for urban public goods, in the aspects of literature re-
view, definition, theoretical analysis, empirical research and policy design.

The paper is built up by eight chapters. Chapter One is general introduction,
mainly introducing the background and significance of the topic, literature
review, research content and methods, structure of the dissertation and the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of the research.

Chapter Two discusses the theoretical basis of public goods demand. It dis-
cusses concept, characteristics and classification of the public goods. Taking into
account the practice of urban public goods, the urban public goods are defined as
all public goods enjoyed only by city—dwellers in the scope of urban space or
household register. Through the analysis of behavior motivation, heterogeneity and
bounded rationality of " a rational economic man" , we think the assumption of e-
conomic man is the most basic research methodology for public goods. After the
study on the efficiency standards and realization way, the maximization of social
satisfaction with the level of public goods should be based on the second —best
theory, the quasi—Pareto social improvement rule and the compensation standards
by the way of public choice.

Chapter Three makes analysis of the hierarchy, rank and supply performance
evaluation of city public goods. Firstly, it explores the evolution rules of the de-

mand for urban public goods in income level and reveals the hierarchical charac-
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teristic of the demand for urban public goods in China by analyzing the dynamic
change of the Engel coefficient; then it makes an analysis of the rank of the de-
mand for urban public goods and the satisfaction degree of urban public goods
supply in China by employing the household survey data.

Chapter Four discusses the operation of the demand expression mechanism of
the urban public goods. On the foundation of analysis of the demand expression
mechanism of the urban public goods and the system theory, it constructed the
demand expression mechanism of the urban public goods consisting of the exit—
voice subsystem and supply — demand decision — making subsystem. Then it
analyzes the internal logic of the expression and the transmission of individual will
in exit—voice mechanism and that of the identification, aggregation, integration
and feedback of residents’ will.

Chapter Five analyzes the performance of the exit—voice mechanism empiri-
cally. Through analyzing urban residents’ appeal actions and exit alternative of de-
mand for public goods in China, it reveals the problems and causes of the expres-
sion and transfer of individual will.

Chapter Six analyzes the operation of the decision—-making mechanism of de-
mand expression of urban public goods in China empirically. Through setting forth
the operation of government and quasi—market decision—making mechanism ca-
nonically and empirically, it revealed the question with two decision — making
mechanisms and the causes.

Chapter Seven proposes an effective way to perfect the expression of urban
public goods demand. It discusses how to promote the will and effectiveness of the
expression of urban demand for public goods will from the demand and the supply
respectively, in order to optimize expression mechanism of the demand.

Chapter Eight is a conclusion, which summarizes the principal content of the
dissertation and foresees the future research.

The innovations of this paper are; First, it construets the expression mecha-
nism of the need for urban public goods. Public goods in themselves is an inter-
disciplinary subject; therefore, abandoning the isolated analysis of the elements
of demand revelation for the urban public goods, I draw on interdisciplinary re-
search and build the expression mechanism of the demand for urban public goods
to analyze the expression and transmission behavior of urban residents’ demand for

urban public goods, researches the integration of willingness, decision—making
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and the feedback of supply organization. As domestic research on the expression
mechanism of the need for urban public goods is in vacancy and so far there has
been no mature analytical framework , so this article tries to explore the field.

Second, it carries out a comprehensive and systematic analysis of problems
and causes of the expression of the urban demand for public goods. By analyzing
appeal behavior and exit space, it reveals the status and problem cause of the in-
dividual expression and delivery of urban residents’ need of public goods; through
the analysis of supply of government and the demand and supply decision—making
under the quasi—market supply condition, it reveals defects and other causes of
preference summary and supply feedback of the urban public demand expression.
Domestic literature has not seen a comprehensive and systematic analysis of the
demand expression for public goods.

Third, it makes an analysis of the rank, order and supply satisfaction degree
of urban public goods demand. Residents” public goods demand is characterized
by hierarchical evolution with consumption and income growth. By analysis of the
Engel coefficient in the long term, it reveals the hierarchical feature of the trend
of urban public goods demand; by household survey data, it analyzes the needs
order of urban public goods demand and the satisfaction evaluation of supply of
public goods. At the same time, the paper also implements a in — depth
exploitation of household survey data available, " making the data speak" as
much as possible.

Due to the restraint of visual field and research capacity, as well as the limi-
tations of research and data acquisition, some disadvantages remain as follows:

First, survey of supply and demand of urban public goods is not perfect, and
due to the limits of incomplete data as well as the limits of author, several analy-
ses in the plan haven’t been put out, and the analytic result is also dissatisfactory.
For the same reasons, proper attention to city community, "club" | has not been
paid. The analysis of development of public goods is not deep enough, either.

Second, the demand for public goods reflects essentially people“s behavior
pattern and the experiment of public goods is an important and valuable way to
analyze and explore the demand for public goods. It has very good insights in veri-
fying the traditional theory of public goods and exploring the factors that influence
people’s behavior and how to resolve the expression of public goods supply and

demand issues. Due to the limitation of time and paper’s structure, the experi-
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mental part of the voluntary expression for the demand of public goods is not man-
ifested in the text.

Overall, study on the expression of the urban demand for public goods
mechanism is still in the exploratory stage; there is still not a good analytical
framework. The author has carried out a trial research, in which the shortcomings

will be researched further in the future.
