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Introduction

1. This book, based on recent progress of The Western circle’s frontier
studies on aesthetic cognition, discussed the relations between aesthetic subject
and object for it has remained unknown by now.

2. The authors of this book revealed and elucidated the mechanisms of in-
teraction between aesthetic subject and object .

3. The authors found the deep and mystic relation between aesthetic subject
and the self being the aesthetie object whose perfect states of emotions, think-
ing, consciousness and physical movements then shall be resensed, reper-
ceived and re — experienced by the aesthetic subject through the subject’s intero-
ceplive system, etc .

4. The authors also found and explained the complicated forms and mecha-
nisms that can represent both the processes and results of the multiple interaction
among the aesthetic subject, aesthetic object one from the external world, aes-
thetic object two from the internal world or the subject oneself.

In a word, theauthors called the forms, the perfect aesthetic unification,
as “The Aesthetic Intersubject — and — object” that is composed of two patterns:
the one includes the aesthetic subject and the special and perfect aesthetic object
whom is also the subject oneself meanwhile; the other includes the typical aes-
thetic subject and object in perfect unification.

The significant findings of this book can bestated below :

First, the embodiment of aesthetic value is just “The Aesthetic Intersubject
- and - object” (AISAO). It means that the AISAO is the maximum form of

perfect subject — and — object for the aesthetic subject to create originally in
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one’s mentality.

Secondly, the key contents for the subject to experience is also the AISAO
in which the perfect and maximum state, activities, responses and results of the
subject’s perception, emotions, imagination, consciousness, body movement
and symbolic expression, etc. shall be recognized by the subject oneself being
aesthetic object meanwhile.

Thirdly, the processes of aesthetic enjoyment and embodied utilization are
different from that of aesthetic experience which plays a main role in the sensory
test and verification to the aesthetic value. Exactly speaking, the main character
of subject’s aesthetic enjoyment is synchronizing oscillation, increased rewards,
maximum satisfaction and ultimate freedom. And the process of synchronizing
oscillation includes the refined and unified rhythm of music, perception, emo-
tion, thinking, consciousness, body movement and behavioral expression.

Fourthly, aesthetic subject carries out aesthetic experience, enjoyment
and embodied utilization to one’s own perfect and maximum activities, state and
products through one’s subjective working memory system that include six parts:
1. perceptual working memory of oneself (EWMO), 2. emotional working mem-
ory of oneself (EWMO), 3. physical working memory of oneself (PWMO) ,
4. imaginational working memory of oneself (IWMO ), 5. conscious working
memory of oneself (CWMO ), 6. expressive working memory of oneself ( EW-
MO) .

In addition, the enigmatic problems in aesthetics, neuroaesthetics and
cognitive neuroscience of art are that how does the dichotomy, subject — object,
take interaction and then get unification? And these problems have remained
uncertain for thousands years by now.

It is interesting andsignificant that professor Jun Ding and Ning Cui, the
authors of this book, made out original findings with their discernment on the
interactive medium and products among aesthetic subject and object. Essentially
they discerned the deeply hidden object which is just the moved and perfected

mentality, brain, body of the subject oneself.
