1 Too simple (iIFIFfE# ) : For example, a self-introduction often
begins like this: Hi, everyone, glad to meet you. My name is Li Mei.

2 Rather similar (#3fR4H{Il) : A pattern often used is greeting words
first ( FLE[GMEIE ), name second (EEE#H K ) and hometown third (HXE
2).

3 Less humorous (AAKX# ) : Due to the low level of language, we
seldom hear a humorous self-introduction given by an English learner.

4 Lack of convention (H/#E) : Most student writers have not

realized the importance of convention in this type of writing.
