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If Tao can be described, it might not be totally true.

Anything that has been defined or named won't exist




forever. Universe begins with something hardly noticeable,
and birth of nature breeds creation. If you want to seek the
truth of magnificent universe you need to observe creation;
if you want to realize the cycle of life you need to find out
where they come from and where they go to. Origin and
creation are the two sides of the same coin. It's far beyond
anyone's imagination, but it's the doorway to understand

the entire process of the universe.
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Once people know what beauty was, they start
comparing and some beauty becomes beauty no more.
Once people become aware of what goodness is. they'll be
good no more. This is like Tai Ji -- the changing nature of
the universe is timeless and everything has its opposite. For
instances, being and non-being, easy and difficult, long and
short, high and low, back and forth. These phenomena take
time to transform, going from one extreme to another. A
ruler knows a change can happen anytime and won't resist
thus living soundlessly.You have to observe the nature and
learn from it. It's not important when exactly the universe
began, and it doesn't matter to whom it belonged, by whom
and for what it was created. The Creator's work is done. All
that matters now is He remains impartial. The Creator has

no intention of steering our lives. That is what makes Him

worshipped.
