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Abstract; One of the most important aspects in the
process of building the theory of anti — corruption and anti —
corruption struggle is to get rid of some of the confusion or
vague recognition of the problem of corruption, and to elimi-
nate the ideological soil of corruption. In the report, we exam-
ine the impact of corruption on economic growth and social de-
velopment from the perspective of empirical analysis. The em-
pirical results support the view that “ corruption is harmful”
and anti — corruption is favorable to economic growth. Reasons
are followed: firstly, corruption has a direct impact on eco-
nomic growth, a high level of corruption in an economy will
lead to a lower economic growth, while increasing the anti —
corruption effort of an economy is favorable to promoting eco-
nomic growth, and therefore the economy with highest level of
corruption would gain the most benefits from anti — corruption.
In addition to a direct impact on economic growth, corruption
has indirect effects on economic growth, through affecting the
mechanism and the key factors of economic growth,: a low
level of corruption is conducive to the promotion of fixed cap-

ital investment and R&D investment, and efforts to improve
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anti — corruption activities will increase the total amount of
capital formation.

Secondly, corruption has a negative impact on social eq-
uity. Corruption will directly reduce the government’ s public
investment, therebycutting down the efficiency of public
spending, and also decreasing the government’ s investment
in infrastructure and other public services. Corruption will also
have an impact on social fairness, and will significantly distort
the redistribution function of government. The income distri-
bution effect of corruption makes high income groups closely
connected to governmental officials gain more benefits through
corruption, worsening income inequality between residents. A
low level of corruption is not only beneficial to reduce income
inequality, but also to prevent social resources from being ac-
cumulated to high income population disproportionately. The
low level of corruption is in favor of social spending on health
investment, and conducive to the accumulation of human cap-
ital. Anti — corruption would help developing countries avoid
the “middle — income trap” . One of the important factors to

avoid the “middle — income trap” is to realize the adjustment
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and upgrading of industrial structure. The report examines the
impact of corruption on the industrial restructure and finds that
the low level of corruption is conducive to the promotion of
service sector development and upgrading of industrial struc-
ture.

Currently , the corruption is increasingly showing a trend of
collective and networking and corruption networking has brought
a certain degree of challenge to anti — corruption governance.
The measures of anti — corruption based on power supervision
and power structure dimension has not achieved satisfactory re-
sults. Therefore, resolution of corruption networks should tran-
scend the limitation of the traditional methods. Anti — corrup-
tion should not only pay attention to actors, but also to the re-
lationship among them. Anti — corruption should pay more at-
tention to how to seek the collapse of corruption, but not
blindly focus on individual moral attitudes. By exploring the
inherent mechanism of corruption network, we can eliminate
the corruption network and create a good political ecology and
social ecology.

The foundation of corruption is the improper possession
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and abuse of power. In order to curb corruption we should put
the power into the cage of institution, establish the mechanism
of supervision and restriction of power, and ensure fair and
equitable power along the track of normal use of power. The
formation of the system of anti — corruption should be based on
the facts, the law as the criterion, and the right to know and
the right to express. It is the responsibility to protect the legit-
imate rights and interests of citizens, Party cadres and civil
servants through strict law enforcement, and obtains social
recognition and respect.

Corruption is a common phenomenon in the process of
modernization, especially in developing countries, which is
caused by the low degree of institutionalization. Corruption is
not only the result of a country’ s low degree of institutionali-
zation, but related to a broader system or structure. Corrup-
tion is a political issue, but also a social problem, where a top
— down system of anti — corruption is important. How to create
a clean social atmosphere to ensure the success of anti — cor-
ruption is an urgent problem to be solved. For the disease of

corruption, we must tackle the root cause and symptoms prob-
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lem, strengthen the moral education of officials in perfecting

anti — corrosion system at the same time, in order to funda-

mentally eliminate the breeding ground of corruption.
