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Abstract: At present, China is promoting the construc-
tion of think tanks comprehensively from national level and
various types of Chinese think tanks are flourishing. China -
Central Eastern European Countries ( CEECs) Think Tanks
exchanges and Cooperation Network (shorted as;: “16 +1”
think tanks network ) is not only a professional think tank but
also a platform for think tanks exchanges uﬁder the China -
CEE cooperation. Since its establishment, “16 + 1” think
tank network made the mission to promote China — CEECs
think tanks cultural exchange and has made great achieve-
ments on developing close bilateral relationships with think
tanks and academic institutes of CEECs.

This book analyzed and evaluated the state of coopera-
tion between China and CEECs think tanks according to the
actual work of the “16 +1” think tanks network during the
years 2015 — 2016 ; summarized the history and current situa-
tion of the cooperation between China and CEECs; concluded
characters of cooperation and exchanges between China and
CEECs.

The first chapter collected information about cooperation
and exchange between the think tank network and think
tanks, universities and government of CEECs since its estab-

lishment. In this chapter, there is also an index system for
