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Foreword

The China National Arts Fund(CNAF) is a non-profit fund approved by the State Council for the purpose
of enriching artistic creations, creating and popularizing original masterpieces, cultivating artistic

creative talents and promoting the healthy development of national art undertakings.

Since the establishment of the China National Arts Fund by the end of 2013, under the leadership of
the Ministry of Culture, the Ministry of Finance and the CNAF Council, with the strong support and
active participation of all levels of cultural administration departments, various art institutions and
artists in the country, adhering to the principles of working for the community, the openness and the
transparency, persisting in overall consideration and highlighting the key points, the China National
Arts Fund has been actively exploring and innovatively practicing in the collection, evaluation, project
approval and implementation and achievement appliaction. Over the past three years, more than 2000
projects of five project types including stage art works, communication and promotion of art works, art
talent cultivation, youth creative talents and art creation have been supported, which plays a positive
role in stimulating the artistic creativity of the whole society and promoting the healthy development of

the national art industry.

This album contains the young talents” excellent works in painting, calligraphy and photography from
the projects granted in 2014, the first year for the formal operation of the CNAF. In 2014, the CNAF
project supported 93 young creative talents of painting, calligraphy and photography. Through their
implementation during the whole year of 2015, they submitted their final works in early 2016. After the
inspection of specialists organized by the CNAF, 103 art works of 47 young artists selected from 216
works of 90 young artists were collected. Those 47 young artists are either teachers of colleges, staffs of
art galleries and museums or independent artists and they cultivate 103 works with great concentration.
Their works contain 8 artistic categories including ink painting, calligraphy, lacquer painting, arts & crafts,

oil painting, watercolor painting, printmaking and photography, etc. Their works cover various themes
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including revolutionary history, realistic life, urban scene, emotional expression, humanistic concern
and natural sight. This album reflects the creative enthusiasm and spirits of exploration and innovation
of youth artists. What's more, it provides us a new perspective to understand the new trend and new

characteristics of the artistic creations of Chinese contemporary youth artists.

Youth artists are the main forces of artistic creation and the future of artistic development. Over the
past three years, the CNAF has been adhering to correct orientations, following art regula’tions and
supporting Chinese art creations. The scope of funding young artists has expanded from the fields of
painting, calligraphy and photography to the field of stage arts, which provides the space and platform

to the talented, prospective and ambitious youth artists.

A thousand miles begin with a single step. Since it is the first funding year of the CNAF, the impact is
limited. However, there is no doubt that more young talented artists have not yet joined. We believe the
enormous sprout of new seedlings will gather into spring and finally contribute to flourishing greenhills.

Let’s look forward to their participation.

We hope that the publication of this album will further encourage young artists who have obtained the
funds to make persistent efforts, continuously innovate, strive for excellence and create art works with
unswerving faith. Meanwhile, we look forward more artists to actively participating in artistic creations in
the future, With the spirit of firmly rooting in people, reflecting the times, proving worthy of the history
and facing the future. Moreover, they should insist on cneating for the people, expressing for the people

and produeing more outstanding masterpieces.
