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Abstract

Population ageing is a serious challenge that China will face for a long time.
Coping with ageing cannot be separated from the financial media intermediation,
which was born in this area of ageing finance. Ageing finance refers to the three parts
of the fiscal activities, including pension finance, pension service finance and pension
industry, in order to cope with the challenges of ageing, around the various social
needs of the members of the community. Based on this, the purpose of this report is
to review the annual development of China’s industry of ageing finance, analyze the
problems and challenges, and to study the future development trend, and put forward
relevant thinking and suggestions. The purpose is to promote the community shared
concern, and actively participate in and explore the development of China’s pension
infrastructure to adapt to the road.

This report is mainly divided into five parts: General Report, Strategy Reports,
Industrial Reports, Special Subject Reports and Product Reports. In the General
Report, the concept of pension is defined on the basis of the concept of ageing
finance, summed up the status qua of China’s ageing finance development, facing
challenges, and discussed the development trend of ageing finance. In the Strategy
Reports, one is to be clearly defined on the elderly security system, pension system,
pension insurance system in theory, provides a theoretical framework for policy
formulation; two is based on summarizing the current development of China’s
pension system, to speed up the strategic concept of the establishment of China’s third
pillars of personal pension account system. In the Industrial Reports, respectively, in-
depth analysis of China’s pension, pension services and financial history and status
qua, the pension industry financial problems and challenges, and the development
trend of the industry are discussed, also puts forward some policy suggestions. In the
Special Subject Reports, firstly , it analyzes and summarizes the current situation of
overseas pension development, the mode of investment operation, the characteristics

and trends of asset allocation, and on this basis, puts forward the inspiration to our
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country’s pension asset management; Secondly, the paper is to elaborate the
development background, social demand and policy environment of the domestic
pension community, and put forward the path of China’s financial support for the
development of the old-age community on the basis of drawing on the international
experience ; Thirdly, it summarizes the development course, problems and challenges
of the Enterprise Annuity Board, and puts forward four kinds of transformation ways
for different types of councils; Fourthly, on the basis of summarizing the
opportunities brought by Internet + pension asset management and overseas
experience, this paper explores and prospects of the application of Internet + in
pension management in China; Fifthly, it analyzes the background, current
situation, prospect and challenges of supporting the development of China’s pension
industry, and puts forward the corresponding suggestions on how to make use of PPP
in China’s old-age industry; Sixthly, this paper discusses the development status,
problems and reform path of the pension industry guidance fund from the perspective
of the origin, concept and mechanism of the pension industry. In the Product
Reports, Firstly, based on the analysis of the present situation and challenges of the
development of China’s bank pension products, the development trend and
suggestions of the bank pension products are put forward; Secondly, it summarizes
the product characteristics and development status, opportunities and challenges of the
old-age security management products, and puts forward suggestions of product
innovation and reform; Thirdly, on the basis of summarizing the international
supplementary pension product model, analyzing the general situation of the pension
fund market in China, analyzing the development opportunity and obstacle of the
pension fund in China, it is pointed out that China should set up the model;
Fourthly, it analyzes the general situation of pension products in 2016 from various
dimensions, discusses the problems and challenges in the process of asset allocation of
pension products, and puts forward some policy suggestions on the development of
pension products; Fifthly, it is to sort out the REITs and overseas pension
investment REITs basic situation. On the basis of foreign experience, elucidate the
practical significance of pension investment pension REITs and put forward the
corresponding countermeasures and suggestions; Sixthly, it summarizes the
connotation and system advantage of the old-age trust, draws lessons from the overseas

development experience to predict the development trend of the old-age trust and

puts forward the countermeasures and suggestions. Seventhly, on the basis of
reviewing the problems and challenges, this paper puts forward the development trend
and countermeasure of “housing for the aged” in China.

Although compared with developed countries, China’s ageing finance
development is lagging behind. But in recent years, under the continuous push of
many policies, banks, funds, insurance, trust and other industries have carried out a
positive exploration, pension finance, pension services, finance, pension industry has
been the initial development. In general, China’s ageing finance initially formed a
three-wing pattern. But by the family planning and other factors, China’s ageing rate
is much faster than other countries, will soon enter the severe ageing and even ultra-
ageing stage. In this context, it is still necessary to pay attention to all aspects of
ageing finance, accelerate the development and expansion of ageing financing, and

make financial preparations for China’s response to ageing.
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
