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Abstract

Extensive and profound social changes have taken place in modern China,
which are extremely intense and complex in ideological field. The essence of
the ideological struggles is the struggles among Marxism, non-Marxism and
anti-Marxism. The struggles between Marxism and a variety of ethos are
nothing new in history. As early as the late nineteenth and early twentieth
century, Lenin exposed and criticized in depth the revisionism with Eduard
Bernstein as its representative, and made a scientific reply to “ what is Marxism
and how to deal with Marxism” . Therefore, a thorough study on Lenin’s
Marxism View is not only necessary to construct the discipline of Marxist
phylogeny, but also of realistic significance to solve various problems in
ideological field of contemporary China.
