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The music score has always played a dominant role in the history of world music
publishing. Since the new period, Chinese native music creation has made significant
progress. Meanwhile, there emerged a multitude of outstanding composers and excellent
works. The Grear Canon of Chinese Music Score is a selection of the works of Chinese
famous composers, which can be the most representative Chinese music style in the new
time. These works aim ac reflecting the achievements and development level of Chinese

music creation in the new period.
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Jing Jianshu is a national first-class composer and conductor. He enjoys the special
perquisites for experts of the State Council. He is now the art director of the song
and dance troupe of Ji'nan Military Region. He is also the secretary general of the
Conductor Professional Committee of the China Nationalities Orchestra Society.

His representative works include Jiangzhou drum music Prince Li Calling
up Troops and Golden Beach performed by the Chinese percussion and orchestra.
He cooperated with others to create large-scale folk dances of Family Love of the
Yellow River, Earth of the Yellow River and Yellow River Flows on, and large-scale
nationalities symphony works such as Chinese Roots, The Long March, Dunhuang
Music and The Silk Road and Guangdong Style Rhymes.
