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Abstract

Urban pubiic Safety is a necessary condition for the economic development
and social progress of any city in the world. With the frequent occurrence of
public Safety incidents and the gradual expansion of the impact, urban public
security issues become a hot issue of common concern in the world.

In recent years, the management of urban public Safety in China is facing
unprecedented challenges. The construction of public Safety has a very realistic and
far-reaching significance for building a harmonious society and promoting the
building of a well-off society in an all-round way and even the great rejuvenation of
the Chinese nation.

At present, the domestic public safety evaluation onregions of different sizes,
such as region, city and community, is still in the theoretical stage. This book as
the first domestic city public safety development report fills the gaps in the field of
blue book and has certain guiding significance to the scientific management of
urban public safety in china. The book divides China’s urban public safety into
four areas including social security, accident disasters, public health, natural
disasters. The contents of this book are mainly in the following four parts.

The first part is the general report. The general report analyzes the
development trend of China’s urban public security and some problems in China’s
public security management, summarizes the results of China’s urban public safety
evaluation.

The second part is the classification report. From the perspective

The third part is the city public safety evaluation schemeandindex analysis. To
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establish a scientific and complete city public safety evaluation scheme, the research
group collecte data from 35 cities, calculate and analyze the public safety index of
35 cities, carry out a detailed study on the public security situation of 35 cities in
china.

The fourth part makes a detailed study on the public safety of the three cities,
including Beijing, Shenzhen and Chongqing. The three articles analyze the public
safety risk sources in three cities, and uses AHP to evaluate public safety. Based on
the questionnaire of public safety awareness, the three article analyze the urban

public safety awareness and safety consciousness of three urban residents.
